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Knowledge Text Scenario – An Overview 

National Translation Mission conducted a survey in 17 languages with the following objectives: 

 

 To find out the availability of original and translated knowledge texts 

 To find whether the books suggested by discipline experts are already available in the regional 

languages or not, so as to avoid duplicity. 

 To find out whether original books written in regional languages are prescribed in the syllabi or 

not 

 To analyze the general publication scenario in regional languages, in order to formulate 

strategies for productive interventions by NTM 

 To assess the need and demand of translation of knowledge texts in regional languages   

 

Catalogues from various regional language publishers, libraries, textbook bureaus etc were 

collected. Syllabi of universities were compared with the catalogues. Different sets of questionnaires 

were administered to the faculty and students. NTM personnel also interacted with the publishers, 

translators, writers, librarians, faculty, and students.

The survey shows a diverse variety of trends and practices in the production of knowledge texts, 

translations, and the general publication scenario in these languages.

4. Knowledge texts for higher education began to be produced in many Indian languages during the 

1960s and 70s, when the central government took initiatives in this regard. Separate institutes 

were established in a few languages as part of the central government project to produce and 

translate university level knowledge texts in regional languages. For ex. State Institute of 

Languages, Kerala, which was established in 1968 under the central government scheme, has 

produced as many as 2400 knowledge texts in various academic disciplines. Some of the 

important texts are also translated by the institute. Orissa State Text Book Preparation 

and Production Bureau (OSTB), Bhubaneswar; Tamilnadu Text Book Corporation, Chennai; 

Hindi Granth Academy, Bhopal; to name a few, are the other institutes which engage specifically 

in the production of knowledge texts. Following are the few examples:

5. Apart from government-funded institutes, some private publishers do bring out translations of 

some of the important texts in regional languages. But this trend is more in humanities and 

social science disciplines and less in pure science disciplines. In a language like Santali, which has 

been introduced in the eighth schedule recently, result of the efforts to write and publish  in the 

language is yet to be seen. 

Translations of a few significant history and sociology books are available in some of the 

languages. Translations of historians like Romila Thapar, R C Majumdar, K M Panikkar, Irfan 

Habib etc and sociologists like M N Srinivas, S C Dubey, in particular, are available in Bengali, 

Hindi, Gujarati, Kannada, Malayalam, Punjabi, Tamil, and Telugu.

There is a mismatch between the demand and actual availability of translation of 

knowledge texts in regional languages. There is an overwhelming demand for translation of 

higher education texts from the students who are located in semi-urban and rural regions. The 

faculty also feel the need for translated texts for pedagogical purposes. For example, according 

to the survey conducted among the college teachers in Manipur, 62% felt that existing English 

books should be made available in Manipuri. In fact, more than half of them showed interest to 

be involved in the translation activities of NTM. 

Even where the medium is English, students would like to know the subject through the 

medium of their own mother tongue/regional language because they do not feel at home in 

English. This they do in cases where something is available in mother tongue/regional languages 

in the form of guides, digests etc. Where there is a dearth of material in mother tongue/regional 

language, they typically go to people who can elucidate the material in the English textbooks in 

their own mother tongue/regional language.  

7. While there is a demand for more translations, it has been observed that there is a lack of 

awareness about the already existing translations in various languages. Some students are not 

even aware of the titles of the prescribed textbooks. NTM can play an important role in the 

dissemination of information on the existing translations of knowledge text books. 

8. Although the medium of instruction of the educational institutes in rural areas is mostly the 

vernacular, there is no adequate number of texts available in regional languages. There are 

instances when courses had to be scrapped for lack of materials in regional languages. For 

example, Papers on Management and Computer Science introduced in Sri Jagannath Sanskrit 

Vishwavidyalay were discontinued since texts were not available in Sanskrit. It is also found that 

in a language like Nepali, though texts are published in large scale, they are not available to the 

Nepali speakers in India as they are produced in Nepal. 
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Assamese  
 

1.1. Assamese language: Formation and History 

Assamese is the easternmost New Indo–Aryan language spoken in the Assam valley districts ranging 

from Lakhimpur District in the extreme east to Goalpara district in the extreme west. 

Assamese language developed from Magadhi Prakrit. Though early compositions in Assamese exist from 

the 13th century, the earliest relics of the language can be found in palaeographic records of 

the Kamarupa Kingdom from the 5th century to the 12th century. Assamese language features have 

been discovered in the 9th century Charyapada, which are Buddhist verses discovered in 1907 in Nepal, 

and which came from the end of the Apabhramsa period. Early compositions matured in the 14th 

century, during the reign of the Kamata king Durlabhnarayana of the Khen dynasty, when Madhav 

Kandali composed the Kotha Ramayana. Since the time of the Charyapada, Assamese has been 

influenced by the languages belonging to the Sino Tibetan and Austro-Asiatic families. 

Assamese became the court language in the Ahom kingdom by the 17th century. The Ahoms had 

brought with them an instinct for historical writings. In the Ahom court, historical chronicles were at first 

composed in their original Tibeto-Chinese language, but when the Ahom rulers adopted Assamese as the 

court language, historical chronicles began to be written in Assamese. From the beginning of the 

seventeenth century onwards, court chronicles were written in large numbers. These chronicles or 

buranjis, as they were called by the Ahoms, broke away from the style of the religious writers. The 

language is essentially modern except for slight alterations in grammar and spelling. 

The modern Assamese period began with the publication of the Bible in Assamese prose by the American 

Baptist Missionaries in 1819AD. The currently prevalent Standard Asamiya has its roots in the Sibsagar 

dialect of Eastern Assam. As mentioned in Bani Kanta Kakati’s “Assamese, its Formation and 

Development” (1941, LBS Publications, G.N. Bordoloi Road, Guwahati-1, Assam, India) – ‘ The 

Missionaries made Sibsagar in Eastern Assam the centre of their activities and used the dialect of 

Sibsagar for their literary purposes’. The American Baptist Missionaries were the first to use this dialect 

in translating the Bible in 1813 AD. These Missionaries established the first printing press in Sibsagar in 

1836 AD and started using the local Asamiya dialect for writing purposes. In 1846 AD, they started a 

monthly periodical called Arunodaya, and in 1848 AD, N. Brown published the first book on Assamese 

Grammar. The Missionaries published the first Assamese-English Dictionary compiled by M. Bronson in 

1867 AD. The Sibsagar Asamiya dialect came to be formally recognized as the Standard Asamiya dialect 

when it was made the official language of the state by the Britishers. It was introduced in the schools, 

courts and Government offices in 1872. This Standard was accepted by all other Asamiya dialects as the 

standard norm, and was used for all formal occasions– in writing, in the classroom, in meetings, in the 

courts and offices and for inter–dialect communication also. 
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1.2. Assamese language: Geographical Distribution 

Assam is located in the northeastern part of the country and has an area of 30,285 square miles (78,438 

square kilometers). It is bounded on the northern side by the kingdom of Bhutan and the state of 

Arunachal Pradesh; the east by the states of Nagaland and Manipur; to the south lie Mizoram and 

Tripura; and to the west by the state of Meghalaya, West Bengal and the republic of Bangladesh. The 

capital of Assam is Dispur in Guwahati. 

 
 

According to the 2001 census, the total population of Assam is 2,66,38,407. But the number of 
Assamese speakers is 13,010,478, which is around 48.84% of the total population. The 
Assamese language is mainly spoken in the Brahmaputra valley of Assam. 
 

1.3. Methodology: 

For this study, catalogues are collected from 10 major publishers, i.e. Abhiyatri Prakasan, Bani 

Mandir Banalata, Kitab Ghar, Bina Library, Journal Emporium, Jyoti Prakasan, Students Stores, 

Lawyer’s Book Stall and National Book Trust, who has been publishing books in Assamese. The 

whole study is completed in two months. 

To balance the sample data, most of the titles are collected from the advertisements- 

advertisements in academic books, university syllabi etc. These titles are among the most 

popular titles published by the publishers in recent times. Total number of titles available in the 

catalogues is 1399.  

The syllabus of Dibrugarh University and Gauhati University is also studied. Most of the colleges 

in Assam are affiliated to these two oldest universities of Assam. 

2.  General Scenario from the catalogues 

Here, the titles of the books are categorized and analyzed publisher wise.

PG level of higher education is 143. Only one title is translation, which is Asom Buranji 

translated from E. Gait’s ‘History of Assam’. 

5. Conclusion 

After analyzing the sample data gathered for this study, the following generalizations are made: 

1. Though the number of non-literary texts is substantial in Assamese, the number of knowledge 

texts, as defined by NTM, is less. Most of the non-literary texts are – collections of essays, cook 

books, biographies etc. 

2. The number of non-literary texts is more than 50% of the total titles collected for this study, 

while the percentage of knowledge texts is less than 10%. Though the medium of Education in 

Assam is Assamese up to Under-graduate level, the unavailability of sufficient knowledge text 

titles is really astonishing.  
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3. Almost all knowledge texts belong to Humanities and Social Science disciplines and some of 

them are prescribed as text-books, reference books in Under-graduate and Post-Graduate level 

of higher education. In case of Natural Science, Business and Management Studies, Science and 

Technology, not a single title is available in Assamese, which shows that the access to 

knowledge is available only for those students who know English. 

4. Regarding the translation of knowledge texts, the number of titles is almost zero. The study 

shows that only one title is in translation, which shows the unavailability of translated material 

in Assamese. It means that the titles shortlisted for translation by National Translation Mission 

are not translated into Assamese. In case of literature, a lot of great piece of literature has been 

translated into Assamese from different languages, but the scene of knowledge texts is not at all 

encouraging. National Translation Mission can initiate the knowledge text translation activities 

in Assamese which will help students as well as common masses who want to access knowledge 

in their own mother tongue.  
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Bengali 

Introduction: 

To generate the knowledge text scenario of Bangla language, National Translation Mission had 

concentrated on West Bengal basically for the reason that most of Bangla publishing houses and 

educational institutes are situated in this state. The attempt was to garner information regarding both 

translations and original publications of the texts belonging to university syllabi, published from different 

publishing houses, universities and other academic institutes. Catalogues were collected from various 

organizations and observations and opinions were noted by administering questionnaires among 

scholars, students and teachers from a wide cross section of disciplines. 

Data collected from publishers:  

Upon visiting various small and big publishing houses the impression formed regarding knowledge text 

scenario in Bangla is as follows: 

1. More than 500 publishers have published 1,00,000+ books in Bangla till 8th February, 2009 
2. Among these, the concentration is more on literature, literary criticism and essays than non literary 

texts. This observation is made by studying the catalogues.  
3. The volume of the so called knowledge text in Bangla is scanty compared to the entire size of the published 

titles in the industry. In most of the cases these translations are published by small publishers which a 
large number of readers do not take note of. Translations published and widely read are by and large 
literary. Among others we find several translated versions of seminal texts on Philosophy, History 
and Political Science. Therefore it can be claimed that the knowledge texts available in Bangla is quite 
rich in terms of literature but otherwise it lacks a well orchestrated effort to promote the same.

Data Collected from Questionnaires: 

In an attempt to find out if Bangla textbooks are considered worth reading, and how students who write 

their exams in Bangla cope with the present knowledge text scenario, questionnaires were distributed to 

students and teachers in various Universities and undergraduate colleges across disciplines. The 

impression received from this investigation is pretty interesting in a sense. Even those who are extremely 

uncomfortable with English language are reluctant of reading in Bangla due to the poor academic quality 

and though teachers always encourage students to read and write in English, they believe that there must 

be books available in Bangla. Below are the data received from the concerned informants.

Information regarding the availability of translations of the texts suggested by the Ministry for 

translation: 
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Though the translation scene as a whole and especially when narrows down to the knowledge text 

landscape is not so encouraging, it is not as pathetic as it appears in the table below. Translations in 

Bangla include texts by Bertrand Russell, Bipan Chandra, Howard Fast et al. Classics ranging from the 

‘Origin of Species’ to ‘Das Capital’, ‘Taboo and Totem’ have also been translated.  

But the books belonging to the list offered by the ministry keep out of any author’s way. We found 

Bangla translation of three books from Philosophy which is listed below. In some other cases, people 

have informed that some books might be available in certain disciplines (such as in the ‘concrete 

technology’ of ‘civil engineering’, some books of management etc.) but this could not be checked for 

sure.

Observation: 

A few distinct strata in the publishing industry of West Bengal were noted during the period of the survey.  
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1. Publishing houses of international repute publish any range of materials starting from novels to 
travelogues, essays to plays but are reluctant in publishing text books per se. Now it should not be 
taken in a linear manner. They often impact the Knowledge text scenario quite heavily by bringing 
out both seminal translations and original literature in a cross section of disciplines. But these texts 
never manage to slip into the University syllabi. The reason is as yet unknown but a wild guess leads 
to the dichotomy between the ‘serious’ and the ‘popular’.  

2. There is another world much bigger in size and variety but a tiny one in terms of circulation – the 
little magazine. There is a huge number of little magazines catering to a limited range of readers. 
These form a circle of publishers who steadily publish serious academic writings. There are little 
magazines that could even be considered as serious journals. But they too have little access to 
formal education. 

3. The third stratum consists of the publishers bringing out text books for various disciplines. These 
hardly publish any other kind of books. Instead of other publications they often emphasize on 
publishing Question Banks, Notes etc.  

4. The students of UG & PG level also form a complex heterogeneous clan of readers. The students 
studying in the colleges and Universities in and around Kolkata are familiar to the larger knowledge 
spectrum and they have an easy access to the same. Still they by and large stick to the norm of 
taking up English as their medium. On the other hand there is a whole breed of marginalized 
students who are not sufficiently exposed to the lingua franca. They mostly study in the rural 
colleges and follow the teachers’ class lectures. They also follow certain guide books. 

It deserves special attention as to whether we should cater to this humbler class. It is of prime 

importance to preserve their right to access knowledge.  
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Hindi 
 

Translation Scenario in Madhya Pradesh  

In order to capture the overall scenario of the general knowledge discourse both in original writing and 

in the field of translation in Hindi language with reference to the prescribed texts at the under graduate 

level  in Madhya Pradesh, a survey was done. Four major cities namely Gwalior, Ujjain, Bhopal and 

Indore were visited wherein government/ private colleges, publishing houses, government/private 

academic institutions were consulted. Institutional heads, faculty members and students were contacted 

and their views were taken. Thus, an assessment about the general availability, need and demand of the 

prescribed books to be translated in Hindi was done. 

 

Madhya Pradesh has 13 universities, 3 deemed universities, 8 medical colleges and quite a good number 
of engineering and management institutions. All the universities are regulated by the Department of 
Higher Education. Madhya Pradesh has a unified syllabus designed by a body of eminent educationist for 
all the universities across the state. The state government in Madhya Pradesh has implemented 
semester system in all the colleges for Under Graduate (UG) and Post Graduate (PG) courses with the 
aim to improve the quality of higher education and to include the HRD/Vocational/Training components 
to link the traditional courses with the job opportunities. This change of pattern came into effect from 
01st July 2008. This system is yet to be applied in colleges of Delhi. 

Madhya Pradesh being a Hindi speaking state, most of the students hail from Hindi background with a 

little or no knowledge of English. The medium of instruction is bilingual in almost all the institutions 

including Engineering and Medical Sciences.  

 

The State Higher Education Board of Madhya Pradesh has adopted a unique way to facilitate students of 

both the English and the vernacular medium by publishing bilingual books, with a unified syllabus which 

has been prepared as per their requirement. The responsibility of publication of the Hindi version of 

these books lies with the Hindi Granth Academy (HGA) Bhopal and English books are mostly available of 

different publishers. Local publishers have also come up with both the versions of these books, and are 

competing with government authorized body HGA.  

 

According to the Director of HGA, Dr. Govind Prasad Sharma, “even though the translations of the books 

are made available through Hindi Grantha Academy there is still scope of improvement and they are 

working on it.” He further said that owing to new pattern which has been introduced in a year before 

there are initial hurdles which the government is trying to overcome. This also applies to the 

cauterization of the units in each of the semester.  
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Lamenting on the translation scenario of the state, Deputy Director Shri Mukesh Chowdhary, head of the 

printing and publishing unit, of HGA,  added that due to the lack of good translators, lack of interest, of 

the students and the teachers, inadequate funds, government’s lethargic and cold attitude towards 

translation in the recent years has gone from bad to worse and is almost on the verge of collapse. He 

claimed that there were no translations available of the prescribed texts, which are in English but a good 

number of books in Hindi (original) of the various disciplines are available, published by the HGA. 

  

Faculty members spoke at length and expressed their views about NTM, its aim, academic and 

translation scenario of the state. There was total consensus about the need of the translation of the 

prescribed books and gave their preference of the books to be translated. As one of the faculty head 

pointed out that creamy layer of the students gets seats in the professional colleges, the second layer 

opt for allied branches while students who don’t get admission anywhere come to these government 

colleges. They are usually children from the neighbouring towns and villages with a rural or semi rural 

backgrounds who have little knowledge of the subject and absolutely no knowledge of English at all. 

Some of them are not even aware of the English alphabets. They find it extremely difficult to understand 

and thus their interest in studying is lost. Few even leave the college because of the above cited reasons. 

In natural sciences it was observed that there was dearth of good books in Hindi. There are books 

available in Hindi published by the local publishers, which are not up to the standard, with many 

conceptual errors and misprints. They contain a mixture of facts from different sources and thus the 

purity and the continuity and the cohesion is lost.  There is need to translate these books by good 

translators with easy flow of language, keeping the technical terms intact in English.  They were all of an 

opinion that the 20 question series as well the guides should be banned which will encourage students 

to read text books.  

Speaking on behalf of all the publishers of the state he expressed that this trend is not at all healthy and 

is infact dangerous in the long run. They want the students to read good books and inherit deep 

knowledge and would like to publish good books more in Hindi so that the vernacular students may be 

benefited. He lamented that they were in a way forced and compelled and often felt helpless because of 

the demand to publish these supportive materials just for their monetary benefits.  

 

The survey showed that there are no major publishers in Madhya Pradesh at the Undergraduate and 

Postgraduate level. Only supportive materials such as guides and 20 questions series are being published 

by the local publishers of Indore and Bhopal. Apart from Hindi Grantha Academy, Prakhar Publishers, 

Gwalior publishes books in Hindi in Computer Sciences.  
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Delhi 

There are 4 universities, 11 Engineering colleges, 7 Medical Colleges in Delhi. Students from all over 

country, of different language background, go there for higher studies. This is one of the main reasons 

that the medium of education and writing in examinations, in most of the colleges is English. Almost all 

the prescribed and suggested reading books are also in English.  

In case of availability of knowledge text in Hindi, most of the publishers publish books only of an original 

writer in Hindi or English and very few translations have been done of the prescribed texts. Table 1 gives 

an extensive picture of total number of books in different disciplines, in both original and translation. 

In Delhi the knowledge scenario appears to be more English oriented owing to the cosmopolitan fabric of 

the academic gathering. In order to cater the demand of students coming from different language 

background, the universities find themselves comfortable in teaching in English. The demand for 

translation of basic books pertaining to humanities and social sciences was felt.  

 

Uttar Pradesh  

A pilot study undertaken in Uttar Pradesh showed that, in the stream like Social Sciences, Law and 

Humanities, the medium of instruction is bilingual in almost all the institutions but in the area of 

Commerce and Management, Engineering & Medical Sciences, they are in English.  

There are number of prescribed bilingual text available for both the medium of students in the field of 

Commerce, Social Sciences, Law and Humanities. For Management, Engineering & Medical Sciences 

neither the medium of instruction is neither Hindi nor the books available in Hindi.  

Most of the students who come from Hindi background they have to face problems in the streams like 

Management, Engineering & Medical Sciences, some of them are forced to leave these fields due to 

medium of instruction (only English) and unavailibity of good books in Hindi in the related discipline.  

There are few translations of prescribed texts available in Hindi viz a viz social sciences & humanities and 

most of them are written in both Hindi and English by the same writer which are published by the 

different major publishing houses from Lucknow, Agra, Meerut, Allahabad and Varanasi in Uttar Pradesh.  

The survey showed that most of the publishing houses which publish knowledge text for Undergraduate 

and Postgraduate curriculum are available in Uttar Pradesh, along with supportive materials such as 

guides and selected questions series by many local publishers of Agra, Meerut, Lucknow and Allahabad.  

Most of the publishers are of the view that only a handful of student prefers reading text books, which 

are available both in English and Hindi, while most of the students prefer guides and 20 questions series. 

They are available in both languages and have become very successful.  

In Social sciences many Hindi books are there yet they feel some good books need to be translated. In 

law and commerce the same feeling prevailed and the requirement of translation for these disciplines 
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was felt. The management teachers felt the books should not be translated into Hindi. The original 

flavour of the book is lost and if the students are provided these books they will never make an effort to 

learn English. They felt knowing English is as much vital as knowing your mother tongue.  

The faculty from Medical Sciences was skeptic with the very idea of translating books of medical sciences 

in regional languages. They feel that translation of the books of medical sciences is not possible and 

should not be done as there are many books and it is very difficult to select which one needs to be 

translated. They felt that if the translations are made available, the students will not make an effort to 

learn English which is a must in this field. Although most of the students come from Hindi background 

the initial hitch is overcome within 3-4 months and become enough confident as far as language is 

concerned. The medium of instruction used in the classroom is bilingual as they have a mixed crowd. 

There are good books authored by Indian writers also and most of the professors do use these books for 

teaching. They opined that if these books will be used only as supportive tool and not as a replacement 

they will be of very great help.       

One of the main publishers who has been in the profession for the last 35 years and has keen interest in 

academics and education and published translated books of Computer Sciences in Hindi and English 

which are based on the syllabi of the eminent universities of India. He was in of an opinion that at times 

due to over enthusiasm of the members high priced books are recommended. He further said that these 

days one can notice an attitudinal change in the teachers’ and students approach towards studies.  Both 

of them become more result oriented and are less interested in understanding the subject. Thus, they 

adopt the shortcut route using the guides and the other supportive materials. 

They highly appreciated the NTM’s effort to bring out good books in regional languages under a good 

banner will all the desired features.  

 

1.1 Catalogue Centric information 
 

The table 1 indicates the total number of books as per catalogues available with NTM. This is a 

consolidated list of books from knowledge texts publishers from Uttar Pradesh & Delhi. General books 

have also been taken to have a realistic view of the existing regional language scenario. The effort has 

been made to distinguish between original and with that of translated version of various books which 

constitute knowledge text scenario, and availability of general books of the discipline in Hindi.

Konkani  
 

Konkani as an Official language: 
 
Konkani is the Official Language of Goa. The Official Language Act 1987 of Government of 
Goa has adopted the Konkani Language along with Marathi as its Official language, but 
being a tourist destination the other languages has flourished and the native language 
has gone to back seat in day to day life and administration.  
 
Usage of Konkani Language:  
 
Goa has only one state university which is located at Taleaigao plateau “GOA University”, 
where the education of Konkani language and literature til l post graduation level is 
imparted in Department of Konkani. 16 papers are taught in this two years degree course. 
Regarding other faculties and department, there is no Konkani subject or no medium of 
instruction in Konkani. This University has 45 affiliated colleges and 08 recognised 
institutions.  
 
St. Aloysious College, Mangalore (Karnataka) has a 03 degree course in Konkani Language, 
whereas St. Aloysious Institute of Konkani provides distance education course in Post 
Graduate diploma course in Konkani language in Devnagri, Roman, Kannada & Malayalam 
scripts. 
 
Problems of Konkani: 
 
Konkani had used several scripts for centuries and this scr ipt issue still haunts the 
unification of Konkani’s under one script. Different communities have produced 
marvellous literature in Konkani, but the script issue has created a vacuum in readership 
of that books. Kendriya Sahitya Academi had accepted the Dev nagri Script as an Official 
script for Konkani Language.  
 
Since the Official language is Konkani in Goa, the state government does not have a firm 
stand on their policies in education & administration. The day to day administration of 
the government is run solely by English language. Very few Konkani medium schools are 
there which are mostly run by missionaries. Konkani is not the medium of education at 
higher level of education in Goa.  
 
 
Regarding Knowledge text in Konkani:  
 
Knowledge texts have little place in this language. Because of the historical background, 
the people have been scattered in various regions and states of India, and so they have 
adopted different scripts to develop their literature and language in their own way. 
Regarding the translation field, Konkani has a long history of translating the text from 
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English, Portuguese, French and other Indian languages. Many classics and dramas were 
translated into Konkani language. It’s the privilege of the Konkani Language that the first 
published book in printed format was in Konkani in whole of Asia. It was the translation 
from Portuguese to Konkani called as “Dotrina Kristanva” (Doctrine of Christ). But as the 
time passed on, the scenario got changed and the language suffered under the foreign 
rule. 
 
Regarding the language development in the state, the government had taken steps and 
set up Directorate of Official Language Department, Directorate of Art & Culture and Goa 
Konkani Academi in Goa and the same initiative were taken up in Karnataka State w here 
government had set up Karnataka Konkani Sahitya Academy, Mangalore and Karnataka 
State Konkani Linguistic Minority, Mangalore. These departments and Academies had 
tried their level best to enrich the language and literature, but the knowledge text had  
been neglected. Books related to fiction and children literature are published by the 
publishers as they are mostly based on commercial basis.  
 
Commission of Scientific and Technical Terminology conducted 19 workshops for creation 
of glossaries a few years ago. The glossaries are yet to be finalised and published.  
 
 
Data Collected by NTM: 
The NTM team collected the data regarding the books available in Konkani Language at 
Mumbai, Goa, parts of Karnataka and Kerala. These books are from 04 scripts: Devnagri, 
Roman, Kannada & Malayalam. There are books related to Medicine, Health, Law, History and other 
knowledge text in different scripts.

Survey regarding the Konkani language: 
 
NTM team conducted the survey in Mumbai, Goa, Karnataka and Kerala regarding the usage of the 
translated knowledge text books in Konkani. Maximum number of students who have Konkani language 
as their mother tongue do not want the books related to their subjects in Konkani language and they 
don’t want to learn or study the subjects in Konkani medium. They prefer the books in Marathi language 
as they think that Konkani language does not have the capacity to describe the particular subjects in 
simpler manner. 
 
The same voices have been raised by the teachers, lecturers and professors of the concerned subjects in 
different colleges of Goa, Karnataka and in Goa University. 
 
 
 
NEED AND ROLE OF NTM: 
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Konkani Language needs the backing of National Translation Mission to make this language well 
equipped to face the challenges of other languages in near future. There are some knowledge text 
written in Konkani, but they are not published because of lack of funds. The writers and translators are 
not supported by the publishers to publish these kinds of books as there are fewer readerships of 
Konkani books because of script issue. 
 
NTM should take firm steps to make this language well equipped in all manners and should guide the 
state government to implement the mother tongue medium education policy in the state. 
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Maithili 

 

Maithili is a distinguished language of  quite a large number of people of north India and the 

southern part of Nepal Taraie. It has a long and well – known history . Quite a number of luminaries of 

Maithili beginning from Dak-Ghagh, Jyotirishwar Thakur to Mahakavi vidyapati have come from this 

speech community. The past generations are witness to an illustrious graph of creativity of scholars who 

enriched the store of Maithili literature a great deal. Its value could not remain hidden from the sight of 

such western scholars as Colebrook , Aime Martine and others in the beginning of Colonial rule. In the 

last quarter of the nineteenth century , Sir G.A. Grierson,  a great orientalist , devoted considerable time 

to bring it to the notice of scholars of Indian languages at the International  level. 

But  before included in  8th schedule ,  Maithili was not the medium   of schools  and colleges  

and so Maithili speakers compelled  to read  and write in other languages . In Knowledge Text scenario 

few books could be published due to that condition.  Above 30 Publishers   moved   this side, but they 

published only literary text.    Another side Maithili literalist published lot of literary   books on their own 

cost.  Here we noticed that more than two hundred of literary books translated in Maithili from   other 

languages,   but academic based knowledge text could not be translated or originally written in Maithili .  

But After 22nd December, 2003 when Maithili was included in the 8th schedule,   knowledge text scenario 

changed and many publishers moved towards this side, but result is to be waiting.

The State Institute of Language was instituted on March 11, 1968 through an ordinance by the 

government of Kerala, during the IV five-year plan. The institute was inaugurated on 16 September, 

1968. It functions under the department of cultural affairs, government of Kerala. Till date, the institute 

produced, translated and published 2400 knowledge texts. Soon after its establishment, the institute 

initiated a project in order to produce knowledge texts suitable for university level education in 

Malayalam. Initially the plan was to produce 740 books and 16 thesaurus for the subjects that were 

thought in universities in Kerala at the pre-degree and graduation level. The government of India 

accepted this project in principle. The project, however, did not include in its scope the texts of subjects 

dealt in medical and engineering colleges. After a year of experience, in 1970, the project was modified 

and it was decided that 771 books would be published. The project also included in its scope publication 

of translation of a few texts which gained classical status in education sector. The service of the 

experienced teachers in universities and colleges were used for the preparation of the texts. An advisory 

committee was formed for respective subject in order to analyze the texts and translation before their 

publication. The vice-chancellors of the universities in Kerala promised that such texts would be 

recommended for teaching in respective classes. The institute produces and translates books on various 

books such as Agriculture, Animal husbandry, Medical Science, Ayurveda, Zoology, Mathematics, 

Physics, Chemistry, Information Technology, History, Political Science, Economics etc. 

Scientific, Technical and Educational Publishing Co-operative Society (STEPS), the publication wing of 

Kerala Shastra Sahitya Parishat (KSSP), was established in 1971. The first publications of the State 
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institute of Languages, VIJNANA SABDAVALI (Glossary of terms in Natural Sciences) and MANAVIKA 

SABDAVALI (Glossary of terms in Social Sciences) are largely the result of the work done by the KSSP 

during 1967-69. Several dozen seminars, symposia and workshops were organized under the joint 

auspices of the KSSP and the Institute. A number of "workshops" were conducted to translate science 

books from English to Malayalam. STEPS publishes science books for children, Social Science, Popular 

Science, Biography (of scientists), encyclopedia, reference books- and so far published a total of 762 

titles.   

While State Institute of Language and STEPS publish primarily Knowledge texts, other publishers like 

Sahitya Akademi and SPCS publish mostly literary works. D.C. Books was started in the year 1974 by D C 

Kizhakemuri. Over the last 33 years they published over 10000 titles belonging to various categories like 

Fiction, Children’s Literature, Poetry, Reference, Biography, Self Help, Yoga, Management, etc. 

Mathrubhumi Books publishes both the fictions and non-fictions in Malayalam.  

Mathrubhumi Books and DC Books publish History books which can be used for graduate and post 

graduate courses.  

  Table 1 and 2 provide details of the categories of books published by some major publications in 

Kerala. Table 3 lists the books of various disciplines which can possibly used in higher education.

Out of the 11 publishers cum book sellers, 25 book sellers, Manipuri Sahitya Parishad, Writer’s Forum, 

The Cultural Forum, Patriotic Writer’s Forum and some individual publishers visited to generate the 

knowledge text scenario in Manipuri language, it is found that most of them have catalogues. Upon 

further enquiring for availability of Manipuri books published either in original writing or in translation, 

it is found that most of the publishers have published guides in English for high school, higher secondary 

and under graduate levels only. Apart from that some of them have also published text books in English 

from nursery up to 5th standard in addition to guides. Very few publishers have published reference 

books in Manipuri in five disciplines, namely, Economics, History, Law, Linguistics and Political Science 

for higher education students.  

 

Among the Forums visited, only Writer’s Forum has catalogue and others do not. The information from 

other Forums has therefore been collected orally. The books published by Writers’ Forum are mainly on 

literature. Some of the books published by them are prescribed in the syllabi for UG and PG levels. Some 

books are also used as reference books by the UG and PG students. Managers/owners/individual writers 

(authors), and others were also interviewed to get the information regarding the trend in publishing as 

well as the need for books written in Manipuri in arts, science, commerce, medical, engineering, law, 

etc. The trend shows that there is a need for more books in Manipuri; either in original or in translation.

A. Report on the data collected from the teachers: 
Teachers of seven colleges viz Dhanamanjuri College of Sciences, Dhanamanjuri College of Arts, Dhanamanjuri 
College of Commerce, Ghanapriya Women’s College, LMS Law College, Manipur Institute of Technology and 
Regional Institute of Medical Sciences for 18 disciplines participated in the survey. All the teachers have 
expressed that there are no sufficient books available in Manipuri for the concerned disciplines. They have also 
reported that very few books are available in some disciplines like Economics, History, Linguistics, Law and 
Political Science.

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It has been noted from the survey done that a total of 47.73 % of the teachers would like to 
get involved in the translation work. Apart from this, it has been possible to collect names 
of 37 people as potential translators from the teachers. Further percentile division of 
teachers with corresponding disciplines is shown in the following chart:

The significant points noted from the faculty members during the course of the survey are as 
follows:  

1. The importance of learning in mother tongue is emphasised and it is noted that the same 
could be possible and plausible for higher education; especially for natural sciences.  

2. It is also important to have glossaries and technical terminologies in Manipuri.   
3. Discipline wise dictionaries in Manipuri language are more welcome and need of the hour 

than translations of full books.  
4. The undergraduate prescribed textbooks also should be translated. 
5. There is a need to translate more books on disaster management in Manipuri.  
6. Translating Law books in Manipuri may help establish peace and tranquillity in society. 
7. Manipur must have a Language Directorate.  
8. In Toto, translation of textbook is not advisable because most of the old text books are with 

outdated concepts, terms, etc.  
 

B. Report on the data collected from the students:  
The following are the findings of the data collected from the students of 18 disciplines out 

of 21 disciplines as mentioned above. 
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1. Official medium of instruction is English 
though in the classroom teaching both 
English and Manipuri are used. The 
percentage of the same is shown in the 
corresponding chart (Chart 1.5). It is 
compulsory to write exams in English 
only.

remaining 54 % not satisfactory. 84 % of the students expressed the need to have texts in 
Manipuri. They have also mentioned the names of some books to be translated into 
Manipuri which is provided in Appendix III.

Introduction: 

  1.1 The Marathi team from the National Translation Mission had embarked on their 

investigation on the Knowledge text scenario of Marathi language from 29th of November, 2009 to 17th 

December in the state of Maharashtra. This has been done with the support and help from the Ministry 

of higher Education, Government of Maharashtra. This is worth considering that the body of higher 

education, Government of Maharashtra have not only extended their support but have helped the team 

to meet their objective for the Mission.  The team visited Department of Higher Education, Mumbai, 

along with various publishing houses, academic Institution and Specialized bodies of higher Education 

and communicated with students and academia.   

The team collected catalogues, and received feedback from students and faculty members 

through questionnaires to know their opinion and to assess the need of translation for higher education   

in Marathi with valuable inputs.  

1.2 Historical background of translation scenario in Maharashtra 

Knowledge text has always been an integral part of education system. As the education program 

acquired a mass character in post independence period, the lack of good quality textbooks was felt, so 

immediately after independence, efforts were made to produce or translate knowledge texts into Indian 

languages.  

Knowledge texts have been translated into Marathi since early 19th century. There had been an 

era of translation from 1818 to 1874 which was known as “Bhashantar Yug”.  During this period of 50 

years many biographies, plays, text books, reference books  of higher education studies were translated 

into Marathi. Which includes Philosophy, Logic, Sociology, History,  Geography, Aesthetics, General 

Science etc.   

Later Maharashtra  government has  setup various education committees such as 

“Pathyapustak Nirmiti Mandal” , “Maharashtra state bureau of textbook production and curriculum 

research” ,  coordinated   with “Rajya Marathi Vikas Sanstha” which is considered as an apex body for 

Marathi language,and Marathi vidnyaN Parishad and “Bal Bharati” produced and translated series of 

books into Marathi for school level.  State “NCERT” and “SCERT” also took some steps either to translate 

or create some of the knowledge texts foundational to Humanities & social science and pure science.  

But the Maharashtra Government has not done any major work in order to translate books for 

UnderGraduate and Post Graduate Level. 

So, taking into account the need of students studying in rural Maharashtra,  Knowledge texts for 

higher education have been translated into Marathi  in seventies  by few private Publishing Houses and 

N.G.O.s. To mention few like  Phadke Prakashan, Kolhapur, Diamond Publications, Pune, Pimpalapure

and Company Publishers, Nagpur, Ajit Law Books, Pune are totally devoted for knowledge text 

publication . Most of these have produced, translated and published books as per the U.G.C. pattern 

which are currently being prescribed in most of the prominent Universities of Maharashtra like Shivaji 

University, Kolhapur, Rashtrasant Tukdoji Maharaj  University, Nagpur, Sant Gadgebaba Amravati 

University, Nanded, Pune University, Pune, Bharati University, Pune, Tilak Maharashtra University etc.  

Most of these universities have also entered the field of translation to give their students an 

access to the best of knowledge texts available in other languages. These translations have been done 

by the faculty members themselves or experts outside and published by the respective university 

publications.  The focus of translation has been on translating the reference books of the disciplines of 

Social Sciences and Humanities. Since the teaching and learning medium of professional courses viz a 

viz , Engineering, Medical Sciences ,  etc has been continued to be in English, these disciplines have been 

kept away from translation.  

Institutions like  National Book Trust has taken initiatives in order to translate books in various 

regional languages. It has translated various knowledge related informative books on topics like 

environment, nature, ecomony, social study, health psychology, law etc in Marathi. Similarly The Indian 

Council Of Historical Research established in 1972, which is a prime institution in the field of Historical 

studies in India, is promoting the translation of books on Indian history. Under its translation scheme, 

about 11 books originally written in English have been translated into Marathi.  SAGE Publication, India 

a renowned international publication which is working in the field of social science, and its related 

imprints publish topical debates, professional books, reference books, handbooks and textbooks in all 

areas of the social sciences and contemporary business books for professionals, academics and 

students. With the coordination of other regional publishing houses SAGE has made contribution to the 

translation by creating a series of translated books (English to Marathi) for social science. 

1.2 Collections of catalogues and a comparative chart of translation scenario 

In order to assess the availability of existing knowledge text in Marathi a comprehensive collection of   

catalogues from regional publishers has been done. The information consists of number of books 

available in Marathi in the disciplines mentioned below. This has been divided in terms of knowledge 

texts in original & Translation available. This is important to mention that the number of books given 

here   includes reference and general books of various nature and requirement, which in some way 

constitute the knowledge text scenario of Marathi. It has been seen that in some of the areas of higher 

education viz a viz humanities, social sciences there are plenty of books available in Marathi and are 

used in various universities.  The list given here has been finalized after looking into each discipline and a 

comparison with the catalogues has been done to cater the original knowledge text as per catalogue 

centric information.

1.4 Details of the universities visited & examining translation scene prevalent in the Universities. 

This report is an investigation of the translation Scenario constituting Undergraduate & Postgraduate 

Studies in Universities, and availability of knowledge text in Marathi in Maharashtra. It has been 

observed that knowledge text pertaining to humanities & Social sciences in higher education is rendered 

both in Marathi & English respectively.  

The report envisages knowledge based scenario on the availability of catalogues from different 

publishers and a comparison has been done to weigh the language scene with respect to text books and 

non texts. This investigation shows that most of the specialized area belonging to engineering, medical 

sciences, physical sciences prefers English as a medium of instruction owing to international 

publications, with having low priced Indian edition books.  In undergraduate studies, knowledge text 

scenario is encouraging with plenty of books offered either of an Indian writer or Indian publications and 

overseas publications have been translated to meet the requirement of rich knowledge which is 

otherwise not available in India and this is being done in Humanities, Social Sciences and some specific 

books for physical sciences as well. For postgraduate studies in India, universities and Specialized bodies 

of higher education offer courses in English possibly to have same level playing field for the students.  

The communication with discipline experts have been done and books which are considered basic and 

fundamental to the discipline have been sought from them. The list includes number of books ranging 

from humanities, social sciences,physical sciences and a comprehensive  calculation has been done to 

have a realistic picture of the existing Translation scenario of higher education.

Nepali Language formation and history in India: 

Nepali, one of the scheduled languages in India, is spoken as Official Language in Sikkim in India. Apart 

from that it is widely spoken in Darjeeling and some parts of Jalpaiguri districts in West Bengal, in 

Uttarakhanda, Himachal Pradesh and Assam in India. There are approximately 6 million Nepali speakers 

in India. It is commonly written in Devnagari Script though there is some record of using Takri script, 

especially in Uttarakhand and Himachal Pradesh. Bhujimol is also an older script, used for Nepali by 

natives of Nepal. 

 

 Nepali is the eastern most of Pahari languages which has produced a significant body of 

literature within a short span of time, mostly during nineteenth century; basically encouraged and 

stimulated by by Adhayatma Ramayana, Sundarananda 1833, and anonymous collection of folk-tales; 

and a version of the south eastern Ramayana. The contribution of trio-laureates Poudyal, Devkota and 

Balakrishna Sama and of the expatriate writers in Darjeeling, Varanasi, Assam, Sikkim, and Jalpaiguri are 

markedly significant in achieving the scheduled language status for Nepali.

For this study, catalogues are collected from 9 major publishers, i.e., Udai Prakashan, Shaja Prakashan  

Kashinath and Son’s Prakashan, Gamma Publication, Janasakti Prakashan, Nirman  Prakashan, Motilal 

Banarasi Das, Etakta Publication and some Individual Publishers. The data of individual publishers is 

collected from various local libraries.

Observation:  While collecting the general knowledge text scenario for Nepali knowledge texts, it is 

noted that a significant number of texts come to India from Nepal.  According to the local publishers, 

writers, Book sellers, Students, faculty members in various departments, except in Nepali Grammar, 

there are no such Reference Materials/ books in Nepali publish from India for Knowledge Text. There are 

many colleges in Darjeeling, Siliguri and Jalpaiguri Dist of West Bengal which has higher population of 

Nepali students. They are either taught in Bengali Medium or English Medium, but they write exam in 

Nepali medium. Through the local book publishers or booksellers they order the reference materials 

from Nepal which normally cost double than the original price. In some disciplines, students are using 

Hindi books/ reference materials to study and understand the concept in a better way. They find Hindi 

simpler and more comprehensible compared to English (table 1.6). 

 

These observations were made by interacting with Nepali Teachers in various Departments and the 

students of Nepali Mother Tongue groups in various Departments. The questionnaire was administered 

and their feedbacks are obtained. Visits to various Govt colleges in various departments were made to 

obtain this information. (Appendix I )  

 

Table 1.5 represents the figures with regards to higher studies material or reference material that comes 

from Nepal. This data is collected by talking with individual book sellers, students of Nepali medium, 
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faculty members of various colleges in Darjeeling and Jalpaiguri and by consulting the catalogues 

obtained during the course of the field study. It is also noted that these books are not prescribed in 

Indian Universities and Colleges but students use these books as supplementary materials for their 

study. 

 

In these Colleges there are good numbers of students who read in English and write their exam in Nepali 

Medium. Out of 470 students, 400 students filled up questionnaire correctly. Out of 400students, 351 

students have written they need text books in Nepali. The total percentage of students who want text 

books in Nepali the above discipline is 87.75%

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Remarks by the faculty Members to NTM 

The teachers / faculty members were happy that NTM is taking this initiative to translate Text book into 

schedule languages. They suggested that in technical translation, the original terminology should be 

retained as it is and it also should be given in Nepali. But the Nepali terminology should not be hard. 

They suggested that only Undergraduate level books may be translated. For higher research, the English 

books are more important than the vernacular books. They also suggested there should be standard 

dictionaries, Glossary for all these discipline. They agreed with the NTM expert suggested books for 

translation. 

  According to them, for translation of these books, there should be some standard Test for the 

Translators, after passing the Test NTM may assign the job to them.   

 

Conclusion 

In All the above mention Colleges the official Medium of Instruction is English however majority of the 

Nepali Speaking Community prefer Class room Explanation in Nepali and reading materials for reference 

purpose in Nepali for better comprehension. The teachers also feel that explaining through mother 

tongue will result in better understanding of the subject. It is seen that due to non availability of reading 

materials in Nepali students are referring to Hindi reference book as an alternative source. At present 

few Nepali books are smuggled into India and sold at very high price for the benefit of students. It does 

not confirm to the syllabi of the Universities in the region.

GENERAL INTRODUCTION 

 Knowledge texts have been translated in Orissa either for school or college 

education or for developing Oriya language and literature or whenever another language 

text has universal appeal. In the sixties and seventies, there were attempts to make Oriya 

texts available through translation and these texts were more from English and foreign 

literature. Some classics like Shakespearean plays were translated as well. This ha s been 

the tradition till now. Sometimes some educational committee recommended some 

translated texts that had to be used in school or college education. From the seventies 

onwards, Orissa State Text Book Preparation and Production Bureau (OSTB)  took some 

steps either to translate or create some of the knowledge texts which are foundational to 

Humanities, Social Sciences and pure sciences. Some of the prescribed and non - 

prescribed books of under graduate courses have been translated by OSTB. So in Orissa, 

prescribed knowledge text translation was initiated by OSTB. May be parallel to OSTB’s 

early attempts, some individual book publisher like Cuttack Trading Co . published some 

translated books for pure science but they are not found in any current syllabus o f the 

colleges and universities.  

Some of these prescribed books are available in Oriya, but these are not translations. 

It is a well known fact that the number of new writings is more than that of translation.  

These days, there are lot of governmental and  non-governmental organizations which 

give emphasis on translating knowledge texts; like National Book Trust  and some 

individual publisher  l ike Sikhyaa Sandhan .  Literary translation has been taken care of 

and produced by Oriya Sahitya Academy & National Book Trust of India.  

 

2. General Scenario 

Translation is done more in some disciplines & less in some other. The flow of 

translation is more in  text than in non - texts. Individual writers (in early sixties) like 

Chittranjan Das to today’s Kamala Kanta Mohapa tra, Prof. Jatindra Nayak and many 

others have been focusing on translation either from English to Oriya or from Oriya to 

English. A few Govt. & NGO organizations like National Book Trust of India, Sahitya 

Academy & some publishers like Friends, Prachi  & many others are involved in 

translation. But knowledge text has not been the focus of translation in these institutes. 

Individual attempt is not much visible for knowledge text translation, unless it is state or 
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any organization sponsored. But classical kno wledge texts like Kautilya’s Arthasastra, 

some vedic texts, or English Newton’s Principia Mathematica, Locke’s Eassy on Human 

Understandings etc. are done either by individual’s own interest or sponsored by a state 

or other organization.  

In regional language, texts from other languages are produced in the following 

ways:- 

a) on the text 

b) About the text  

c) By the text 

Translated texts come under third category.  

According to the objectives of NTM, we can have two types of texts  

a) Prescribed knowledge texts  

b) Non-prescribed knowledge texts.  

 

The first attempt towards the translation of prescribed knowledge texts was 

initiated by Orissa State Text Book Preparation and Production Bureau (OSTB) . Some of 

the selected prescribed texts have been translated by OSTB, and it has  been described in 

detail on the specific report.  

 Some of the other translated texts mentioned in OSTB’s catalogue are not found in any current 

syllabus in their reference or reading lists. But these texts are considered noteworthy in their respective 

disciplines. 

 OSTB has also published lot of non-prescribed texts in Oriya but these are either on the source 

text or about the source text or by the source text (not translation).  

Out of 69 UGC prescribed disciplines, OSTB has started working on 7 to 8 disciplines where translation of 

prescribed or recommended knowledge texts is concerned. The number of translated prescribed books 

covers only 6 disciplines. Please see the table below.

 Some of the prescribed text books mentioned above have been translated into Oriya by OSTB. 

These texts cover 6 disciplines only. There are quite a few texts in the prescribed text book list/reference 

list /reading list of the collected syllabus of the Universities of Orissa. Besides the texts mentioned 

above, no other recommended or prescribed or referred text has been translated into Oriya covering 21 

disciplines. 

 Individual publisher like Cuttack Trading Co. had published some of the translated knowledge 

texts in pure sciences. But these texts are non-prescribed but very much useful in the concerned 

disciplines. Example – Water for the Earth By Elizabeth S. Hapman. Translated into Oriya as Pruthibi Pain 

Jala, By Dr. Sridhara Dash. 

 At present Sikhya Sandhan publisher is publishing some translated knowledge texts in 

Education, but these are non-prescribed but essential texts that have a mass appeal. Examples are there 

in the subjectwise report.  

 NBT has also taken steps to translate the knowledge texts in popular sciences. A lot of 

knowledge texts in popular sciences have been translated and published by NBT. NBT’s books come 

under non-prescribed knowledge texts.  

 Disciplines like Linguistics have not been introduced as individual original courses in the degree 

colleges of Orissa (at U. G. level). 

 In disciplines like Medical Science, Engineering (civil & mechanical), Computer science & 

Application, Management, no attempt to translate prescribed or non-prescribed book has been made 

yet in Orissa. Two popular non-prescribed texts in the field of Health sciences have been found in the 

catalogue of New Age Publications.  

1. New Medical Science by Dr. Lui kune translated into Oriya as Nutana Chikitsa Vigynan by 
Kalicharan Sahu. 

2. First Aid and Family by Dr. Iqwal Grewal translated as Ashu Chikitsa O Paribara by Dr. Geeta 
Vatia.  

There are books in Oriya for Commerce and Engineering Computer Science & Application brought 

out by New Age Publications & some other publications, but they are not prescribes. 
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3. Report subject wise:- 

A. Education: 

 BJB Autonomous College and Ravenshaw University prescribed J.S. Brubacher’s Modern 

Philosophy of Education, New York, MC Frow Hill Book Co. has been translated by Sri. S. Nath published 

by Orissa State Text Books Preparation and Production Bureau.  

 Kitabmahal publisher has published original books in Oriya for education. The publisher, Sikhya 

Sandhan has been publishing seminal books in Oriya translation, for education. Some of these books 

are: 

1. Mo Hrudaya Pilanka Paain – By Chitaranjan Das for English by Vashly. 

2. How do the children learn? By John Holt translated by Sumitra Chaudhuri 

3. At School, not Brain but Heart. By A.S. Neil

Books & Books publishers has published some new writings for Education in Oriya as Siksha 

Manobiggaan by Biranchi Narayan Das Sikhaniti Rathadaana Padyati  - Ananta Pradhan. 

History:- 

 In the syllabus of Ravenshaw, Sambalpur University and B.J.B. College, some of the original 

Oriya books are recommended. They are: Europe Itihaasa by J.N. Patnaik and H.R. Patnaik, Odishara 

Swadhinata Sangram by J.N. Patnaik, History of Orissa – vol (i) & (ii) by J.K. Sahu, Madala Ranii by 

Artabauav Mohanty Sahala Mahabharatane Aitihasika Chitna by K.C. Panigrahi. 

 The books which are created and published by OSTB are only original and not translations. 

No translation of prescribed text in History has been done by OSTB. 

 Satyanarayana Book Store, New Age Publication, Kitabmahal Publishers have been 

publishing some prescribed text books in Oriya for under graduate students.  

Anthropology:- 

 Anthropology is offered in Sambalpur, Utkal University and BJB Autonomous College. Utkal 

University prescribed text (reference) A.R. Radcliffe Brown’s Structure and Function in Primitive Society 
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has been translated by Dr. M.M. Mohapatra published by OSTB. OSTB has published some books 

supportive for under graduate students of Anthropology in Oriya. Books and Books has published a 

book named General Anthropology by Dr. S. Patel. This is an original writing in English by S. Patel.  

Economics :- 

 Utkal University and Sambalpur University, R.D. Women’s College, Bhubaneswar, BJB 

College, Bhubaneswar prescribed text (mentioned in their reading list & in recommended list). C.P. 

Kindiberger’s International Economics (1973), R.D. Irwin & Flake Wood has been translated by Sri. D.D. 

Panigrahi, and published by OSTB. 

 OSTB has also translated other two books that can be used by the students as reference – 

these are – Silverman’s Foundations of Economics translated as Arthanitira Mulabhitti by Sri. B.V. Parida. 

Another book Ekadhikar translated by Sri B.K. Bal original writing by EA. G. Robinson. 

 Some of the new writings has been prepared and published by OSTB, but those are not 

translation. Kitabmahal has been publishing some Economic text books in Oriya for under graduate 

students, but they are not translation. 

 

Philosophy :- 

 Ravenshaw University has prescribed some Oriya books in Philosophy – Bharatiya Darshana 

by G.C. Nayak. Paschatya Darshanara Itihasa by Prof. Hrudanand Ray and Prof. Ganeswara Das. 

 OSTB has translated three non-prescribed books for under graduate students in Philosophy 

– 

1. Niti Sastra by P.H. Nowell Smith translated by Sri. N. Dorie. 

2. Republic by Plato – translated by Dr. G. Mishra. 

3. Gyana Samasya (Problems of Knowledge) by A.J. Ayar tanslated by Dr. G. Mishra.  

Only some of the Philosophical biographical books have been translated & published by 

some publishers like New age publications. These are non prescribed translation texts. None 

of the English text prescribed for philosophy in the University & Colleges of Orissa has been 

translated. 

Mathematics :- 

 R.J.T. Bell’s An Elementary Treaties on Co-ordinate Geometry of Three Dimensions 

(Macmillan) prescribed for mathematics by Sambalpur University has been translated by Dr. N. Tripathy 

published by OSTB. 

 OSTB has also published Shankuchhedara Bislesanaatmaka Jyamiti originally written by E. 

Askwith and translated by Sri. S.C.Das. OSTB has also published some new writing in this discipline. 

 New Age publication has published a translated book titled Druta Ganita by Bill Handle, and 

translated by Madana Mohana Mohanty. This is a popular book in Mathematics but not prescribed in 
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Universities. Some other books on Mathematics like Vedic Ganita (translated by Madana Mohana 

Mohanty from Swami Bharikrishna Tirtha’s Vedic Mathematics) and Sarala Vedic Ganita (translated by 

Bhaskar Chandra Routray from Atula Gupta’s Book). 

Political Science: 

 OSTB has published some translated books in political science but these are not found in the 

current collected syllabus of the University and Colleges of Orissa. Their English versions are also not 

seen in the current syllabi. 

 These are as follows – 

1. Reign of the Queen by Ivor Jennings (Raninka Shasana translated by Dr. B.C. Das). 

2. The Prince by Machiavilles (Narapti translated by Dr. S.C. Das). 

OSTB has also published some new writings in Oriya for Political Science but these are not 

translation. No translation work is found for prescribed Political Science books in the 

catalogue of various publishing houses. The publishers like Kitab Mahal have been 

publishing new writings on Political Science for under graduate students. For example 

Rajaniti Tatwa by Ramakanta Rout Bharata Sarakar Ebang Rajaniti by Ramakanta Rout and 

many others. 

 Sikhya Sandhan has published a translated text for Political Science named Politics of 

Obedience (Angyan Palanara Rajaniti) by Etian Dalla Boueti – translated by Chittaranjan Das. This has not 

been prescribed or recommended in any collected syllabi of the colleges and universities.  

Psychology:- 

 No translated text is found in OSTB’s catalogue. New books on psychology for under 

graduate students have been prepared & published by OSTB. There are some publishers who are 

producing books of psychology in Oriya. 

 None of the recommended texts mentioned in the current syllabi of the Universities under 

graduate Colleges of Orissa has been translated. Some of the publishers like Agraduta has been 

publishing lot of general psychology related books in Oriya. None of these is translation or prescribed in 

the College syllabi. 

Physics :- 

 Utkal University, BJB College, Ravenshaw University, Ramadevi Women’s College prescribed 

text- Fundamental of Optics by F.A. Jenkins and H.E. White has been translated into Oriya by Dr. B.S. 

Mohanty for B.Sc. students, published by OSTB. Other two texts that are coming under under graduate 

in the OSTB’s catalogue but their English versions are not in the reading or reference lists in the syllabi, 

these are as follows – 

 Physics (part-I) by Halliday & Resnick translated by Dr. H. Mishra. 

 Physics (Part- II) by Halliday & Resnick Padartha Bigyan – translated by Dr. H. Mishra 
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 Mahabidyalaya Padartha Bigyanna Original by Weber Meaning & White, translated by H. K. 

Patnaik. 

 Other than these texts, no other prescribed text has been translated into Oriya. No 

publisher’s catalogue shows us any translated prescribed texts. NBT & other publishers have been 

focusing on popular sciences but not on applied sciences. New writings on Physics have been started 

and the no of such writings has been increasing day by day. 

Sociology  

 None of the prescribed books and the books that are in the reference lists of the collected 

syllabus has been translated from English to Oriya. Original writings on sociology in Oriya like Gramya 

Samaja Sastra by Khali Sahu etc. is available. New writings on sociology in Oriya are available and 

published by some of the organization like OSTB, some publisher like Kitab Mahal, Satyanarayan Book 

Store. 

Botany :- 

 Utkal University, Ravenshaw University prescribed texts by  A.W. Glaston’s (1989) Life 

Processes in Plants, Scientific American Library, Springer, Vergay, Newyork, USA, has been translated by 

Dr.B. B. Padhi as Sabuja Padapa Jibana published by OSTB. 

 OSTB has also published another translated text in this discipline– The Cell by Cari P. 

Swandoh translated as Kosha by                      B. Samantaray, but this translated text & its English The Cell 

are not found in any collected syllabus. 

 In publisher’s catalogue, we don’t find any translated prescribed Botany book. 

Zoology, Chemistry, Management, Law & Computer Science:- 

 None of the prescribed text books mentioned in the collected syllabus has been translated 

into Oriya for these disciplines. New writings on these disciplines or related to these disciplines are 

available in Oriya published by lot of publishers.  

Medical Sciences:- 

 No prescribed text has been translated into Oriya. Some popular non- prescribed book in 

Health sciences have been translated like - Nutana Chikitsa Vigyana original by Dr. Lui Kune, translated 

by Kalicharan Sahu.  First- Aid and Family by Dr. Iqwal Grewal. Asu Chikitsa O Paribara – translated by 

Dr. Geeta Vatia.    
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4. Need Assessment  

 In order to assess the need for translation of prescribed and non-prescribed translated text in 

Oriya, a questionnaire was distributed to students, teacher, and also held discussion with the students, 

faculty, publishers etc. The need for translated text varies from discipline to discipline and place to 

place, as some of the publishers & experts have told while discussing with them. 

B. Language Situation:- 

 Medium of instruction for undergraduate courses in science courses is English, though some 

lecturers interpret the subject matter in Oriya. For humanities & social sciences the medium of 

instruction is usually bilingual. Mostly the students of Humanities & Social Sciences who are from Oriya 

medium schools and are in semi-urban or rural colleges prefer Oriya rather than English. For the 

students in Medical Sciences, Engineering, the official medium is only English and they don’t have any 

option for Oriya, since ther are no texts available. 

C. Informants : 

There are three types of informant in our survey namely                  (1) Students (2) Faculty 

(Teachers) (3) Publishers 

We got the feedback through questionnaire and discussion with the students who belong to 

different regions (rural, urban) to different background (economic as well as social). 

Students who have given us feedback are from 

i) Rural colleges (Arts, Commerce & Science) 

ii) Urban colleges (Arts , Science & Commerce) 

The informants faculty also belongs to Private Colleges, Semi-Govt Colleges, Govt. Colleges, 

Autonomous Colleges and some from the Universities in Orissa. Most of the publishers belongs to Orissa 

who publish books both in Oriya and in English, prescribed as well as non-prescribed and who have 

information and experiences related to the need and marketability of translated books from English to 

Oriya or only Oriya books. 

D. Analysis of Feedback - 

 Students – Humanities & Social Sciences  

 Questionnaires were given to the students who belong to Humanities & Social Sciences, of 

degree colleges (Govt./non-Govt./ Autonomous) either situated in rural areas or in urban areas. 

Questionnaires have the following feedback. 

i) Students belong to Humanities & Social Sciences who are in degree colleges situated in 
semi-urban or rural areas felt the need of prescribed text in Oriya badly. Most of them are 
from Oriya Medium Schools and economically poor backgrounds and intellectually 
suppressed because they don’t have the prescribed English texts in Oriya and they are 
comfortable and more communicative, comprehensive in Oriya. While discussing with them, 
we came to know that whenever they read a text in English, they have to depend on 
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dictionary and the teacher. They informed us that if these subject matters are made 
available in Oriya, that would be of great help.  

ii) This is not only the case in degree colleges that are situated in rural areas but also it is felt in 
Govt. autonomous college like Ramadevi Women’s College, Bhuabneswar. Students still 
have an Englishphobia. They need Oriya texts, in Humanities & Social Sciences where their 
background is based. 

iii) The students who prefer and need Oriya texts have shown their interest in this regard.  

 

Sciences 

 The students, who study science subjects in the colleges of Orissa, prefer English rather than 

Oriya. There is an average demand for prescribed texts in Oriya. But while discussing with them, we 

know that they thought that the complex subject matter of science can not be written in Oriya. This oral 

feedback is a kind of immediate feedback. When we started discussion more in the translation 

strategies, then they understood the need of these texts in Oriya.   

Medical science students also showed an average interest for Oriya texts. But there were 

students from Oriya Medium and rural areas, who expressed the need of Oriya texts in Medical sciences.  

Faculty/Experts 

 The lecturers and professors who are in the degree colleges in semi-urban and in rural areas 

expressed their need for translated texts in Oriya. Though they are well-versed in English still they have 

stated in the questionnaires and told us during the discussion that they needed the translated texts to 

explain the content to the students in Oriya, otherwise the English lecture and the texts are obscured to 

them. The faculty in humanities and social sciences need the recommended texts in Oriya and they also 

expressed the need of non-prescribed knowledge texts in Oriya. 

 The faculty of science have an average opinion for the translation of the prescribed scientific 

texts in Oriya. Some of the problems they have stated are as follows:- 

1) Technicalities in translation will be awkward.  

2) Competitiveness of the students will be limited. 

3) The burden on the students will be heavier. 

With regard to the translation of prescribed texts for sciences they opined that way. But the 

majority of them stated that non-prescribed and popular sciences books should be even if must be 

translated into Oriya. A doctor in VSS Medical College, Dr. Arpita Priyadarshi, M.D. Ohio University said 

that some of the applied sciences should not be translated because that may bring confusion, 

contradiction among the students but she preferred the translation of popular sciences. Some of the 

faculty of Medical Sciences and Engineering said that English exist in their domain dominantly but 

normally multilingualism is a fact. In this case, they don’t limit themselves only to one language. Vice 

Chancellor KIIT University also gave the same opinion. 
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Most of the publishers in Orissa shared their experiences regarding the knowledge texts 
prescribed and non-prescribed in colleges and other institutions. They state the following:- 

 

a)  Prescribed books in regional languages are always in demand. The publishers publish the books 
mostly according to the prescribed syllabus. Most of the knowledge texts up to Class12th having already 
been translated into Oriya and available in market. Each year the sale of these text books gives a 
reasonable profit to the publishers. Knowledge texts in science at the UG level are not much in demand. 
No publisher has ever tried to make it available in Oriya because they assume from the kind of demand 
and competition and the attitude that people have, that the books may not have more no of users. 
Knowledge texts in humanities and social sciences that are available in Oriya are in more demand. The 
publishers name some of the knowledge texts in humanities and social sciences like History, Political 
Science, and Economics, etc are needed by the students more. They publish the books that have 
maximum utility not only to the people but also to them.  

b)  Some publishers like Nalanda states that the demand of the knowledge texts in regional 
languages depends on area. The students who are coming from Oriya medium always prefer the texts in 
Oriya. The students who cannot afford to buy the texts in English they buy the Oriya texts. The students 
who find English text difficult to understand, they find the Oriya text friendly and supportive.  

c)  Some other publisher like India Book Depot states that knowledge texts in regional languages 
are always in demand but the message or the content should be communicated simply through the 
texts. He said that some of the translated books of Orissa Text Books Bureau are not much preferred by 
the students because the content has been communicated in a complex manner in Oriya. The technical 
vocabulary is highly sanskritized. 
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Punjabi 

In Punjab there are three regular Universities Panjab university Chandigarh, 

Punjabi university Patiala, Guru Nanak Dev University Amritsar. There is one 

Agriculture University named Punjab Agriculture University Ludhiana. Punjab 

Government has recently setup Guru Angad Dev veterinary & animal sciences 

university situated at Punjab Agricultural University campus. Punjab Government 

has created a Punjab Technical University Jalandhar which controls all the 

Engineering and technical colleges in the state. There is one Medical university 

named Baba Farid University of health sciences Faridkot. 

After 1947 the medium of Instruction at U.G & P.G level was English in Punjab. In 

1962 the Punjab Government created Punjabi University at Patiala exclusively for 

the development of Punjabi language and culture so Punjabi university was the 

first university in India and second in the world setup for the development of a 

particular language. 

In 1981 on directions from Punjab Government, Punjabi university Patiala and 

Guru Nanak Dev University Amritsar decided to introduce Punjabi as a medium of 

Instructions at U.G and P.G levels. So there was an urgent need to produce books 

in Punjabi at both levels. In 1981 Punjabi University Patiala decided to setup 

Department of Punjabi Development funded by Punjab Government along with 

the development of Punjabi language and literature, the main objective of this 

department is to produce standard text books for social sciences and basic 

sciences. The policy of the department has been to translate standard text books 

from English to Punjabi. It is further added that today Punjabi is the medium 

Instructions for social and natural sciences up to P.G level in all the Universities of 

Punjab. 

The Department of Punjabi development has produced eight subject dictionaries. 

The list of text books on various subjects produced by the department is attached 

separately. In Medical, Engineering and Agriculture    university medium of 

instructions is still English. In Panjab University Chandigarh the medium of 
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instruction is English, Hindi and Punjabi but they have no such department to 

produce text books in Punjabi language. There is a single book translated English 

to Punjabi and Hindi on Environment science published by the Panjab University 

Chandigarh.  

There is one Punjab Language Department of Punjab Government called Bhasha 

Vibhag which has produced 34 glossaries on different subjects (list attached) but 

presently is not involved in the production of any kind of teaching material.  

In Punjab there is a huge demand of standard text books especially in social 

sciences. Though there is a provision to opt for Punjabi in natural sciences also 

but most of the students opt for English as the medium in natural sciences at U.G 

& P.G level. 

It is a very pathetic situation in Punjab that the students opt for Punjabi as 

medium both at U.G & P.G levels but very few standard text books are available in 

Punjabi language. In such a situation the students have to read sub-standard 

material in the name of so called “Guides” available in the market. In such a 

situation a student who has opted for Punjabi has to face many problems for his 

knowledge about the subject is not up to date. 

 

Publishing in Punjabi:   

There are a large numbers of Punjabi publishing houses and most of these 

publishers are publishing books on Punjabi creative literature and literary 

criticism. None of the publishers is produces text books in Punjabi language. In 

fact most of the publishing industry in Punjabi thrives on publishing cheap 

“guides” or test papers on various subjects.  

A total of 3324 translations are available from the Department of Punjabi 

Development. 8 Subject Dictionaries and 34 glossaries have also been published 

by Punjab Language Department, Punjab.

Introduction: 

The Sanskrit team from the National Translation Mission had embarked on their investigation on the 

Knowledge text scenario of Sanskrit language on the 27th of November, 2009 and hereby we present a 

detail report of our findings till the 13th instant. The team rudimentarily tried and looked into the 

Knowledge text scenario in Sanskrit across India. The team sought to garner information regarding both 

translations and original publications of the texts belonging to the University syllabi, published from 

different publishing houses, Universities and other academic institutes.  The team collected catalogues 

from various organizations along with distributing questionnaires among scholars, students and teachers 

from a wide cross section of disciplines. 

 

Data collected from publishers:  

The team visited various small and big publishing houses and the impression regarding the Knowledge 

text scene is as follows:- 

Sanskrit publishing industry in size and volume is not as big as other natural languages for obvious 

reasons. Yet there is a large number of books published in the language from various corners of the 

world.Though it is hard to find out the exact percentage of literary and non literary texts among them, 

even a hasty scan through the catalogues clearly shows that the publishing industry has a clear bias for 

the publication of literature, literary criticism and Philosophical texts than otherwise. So it is axiomatic 

that the volume of the so called Knowledge text in the concerned language is scanty compared to 

others. And as far as translation to Sanskrit is concerned we do not find any at all. For now the data 

available with us show: 

Total number of literary texts:  1,000 (Approx.) (inclusive of plays and poetry)  

Total number of non-literary texts: 4,710 (Approx.) (inclusive of culinary books, books on religion, 

health etc.)  

Total number of knowledge texts: 4, 710(Approx.) (concerning the given disciplines and others) 

As a specimen we seek to present a list of the number of publications by five leading Sanskrit publishing 

houses of which two are the biggest publishers both in terms of the readership and the number of books 

published and the others are dedicated publishers of serious academic essays, articles and the like.

Texts published and widely read are by 

and large literary. Among others we find several seminal texts on Philosophy, Ethics and Religion. 

So Sanskrit lacks a well orchestrated effort to promote the same. 

 

Data Collected from Questionnaires: 

We had visited quite a few Universities, undergraduate colleges and distributed questionnaires among 

students and teachers across disciplines. Our aim was to find out if Sanskrit textbooks are considered by 

them to be worth reading along with delving deep into knowledge text scenario. The impression 

received from this investigation is pretty interesting in a sense. No one seems to be keen on making 

Sanskrit the official medium of Study but many stand firmly for the empowerment of the language.

We visited many universities and colleges, after interaction with faculties and students we came to 

know that no books are available in Sanskrit in the disciplines mentioned.In traditional Sanskrit colleges 

and Universities some disciplines have recently been introduced such as economics, sociology, history, 

philosophy, computer science and so on .But the students have to write exams in Odia or Hindi or 

English thanks to the dearth of books in Sanskrit. 

         We seek to wind up with Prof.Keshab Ch.Dash’s, (Dept. of Nyaya, S.J.S.V ) , ‘We introduced books 

of management ,computer science, and so on in Sanskrit at the U.G .and PG level. But that couldn't be 

fruitful because these books are available in English. And the students are keener in referring to 

them.’ Taking into consideration the rich literary and knowledge reservoir that defines Sanskrit we need 

to empower the language with translations of texts from a wide cross section of disciplines. 
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Santali 

Santali is an Austro-Asiatic language. It is spoken in the states of Jharkhand, Bihar, Orissa, West Bangal, 

Assam and Tripura in India and also Bangladesh, Nepal and Bhutan. According to the data available, the 

first literary work in Santali language was a magazine called ‘Perahor’. A distinguished western scholar 

Rev. P.O. Bodding, who collected the Santali folk tales in 3 volumes, also translated that work into 

English. He also prepared the Santali English Dictionary in 5 Volumes. After that Majhi Ram Das Tudu, 

Doman Sahoo Samir, Narayan Soren, Sadhu Ramchand Murmu, Sarda Prasad kisku, R.R. Kisku rapaj and 

Pt. Ragunath murmu have contributed too for Santali. 

Before being included in the 8th schedule, Santali was not a medium of instruction in schools and 

colleges. Santali speakers were compelled to learn through other languages. Few knowledge texts could 

be published in these circumstances. Publishers too did not venture into the arena.  On the other hand, 

Santhali literary authors published a lot of literary   books on their own cost.  What can be noticed here 

is that some of the literary books were translated into Santali from other languages, but knowledge 

texts, specifically those that are academically based, could not be either translated or originally written 

in Santali.  After 22nd December,  2003 when Santali was included in 8th schedule, the scenario seems to 

have changed and many publishers are moving towards this side,  but result are yet to be seen. 

The survey was done in the Santali speaking regions of Orissa, West Bengal and Jharkhand. The 

information was collected from different university departments, libraries & prominent writers and 

personalities.

1. Higher Education in Tamilnadu: 
 

Nearly 65% of the population of Tamilnadu, the main domicile of the Tamil speakers in India, is literate. 
There are about 548 arts and science colleges, 335 engineering colleges and 331 polytechnic institutes 
offering various degree and diploma courses8. Tamilnadu also has about 564 colleges/institutes training 
students in the field of education. Colleges and institutions in Tamilnadu, in general are classified into 
the following types: 
 

 Government colleges 

 Government aided colleges 

 Self-financed colleges 

 University colleges 
 
Student enrollment is the highest in the self-financed and government aided colleges (42% and 39% 
respectively) for the arts and science disciplines. Self-financed colleges, which constitute about 92% of 
the total number) have the most number of students in engineering education (93%). Tamilnadu State 
Council for Higher Education (henceforth, TASCHE) is the regulative body which decides on matters 
related to the institutions. 
 
The State Government sets up colleges in new places regularly. Various other steps, like fellowships, 
subsidized pass facility in government transport vehicles, cancellation of fee for students in Government 
polytechnic institutes etc, are taken by the government for larger student participation. Science 
education has been in focus recently with funding done for laboratory facilities, science awareness 
programmes and internet accessibility etc in colleges. TASCHE has also published the list of women 
researchers from Tamilnadu to promote science education among women. 
 
Tamilnadu has implemented the 1984 recommendations of University Grants Commission on 
examinations reforms. Suggestions from workshops organised by TASCHE for better question papers in 
various fields in 2002 have also been applied in the curriculum.  TASCHE conducted workshops in 2006 
on various disciplines titles like ‘History Education in 21st Century’, ‘Physics Education in 21st Century’ etc 
for formulating conceptual frameworks to improve standards in higher education.  
 
2. Tamil Translations or Original Texts used in Higher Education 
 
There is no Tamil translation of any of the 310 books by various authors suggested by experts of 16 
disciplines for translation by NTM. However, translations of other books by the authors are available in 
some cases.

Apart from translations of the above kind there has also been original writing in Tamil on various 

subjects including the sciences.  

2.1. Government of Tamilnadu Initiatives: 
Tamil University, Thanjavur has published a bibliography of about 3200 scientific publications (books and 

articles published till December 1986) in Tamil9. The bibliography includes information on over 230 

books published by Tamilnadu Textbook Corporation (TNTBC) in the seventies. TNTBC in the seventies 

and eighties produced texts of particular topics in various disciplines. With no new editions or reprinting, 

the books are not available anymore for large scale use. Some university libraries and places like the 

Central Institute of Indian Languages (CIIL) have a few copies. The books are found as part of the 

courses, for instance, BSc Botany at Bharathidasan University (See Section 2.2). Following is the detailed 

information of the 184 books published by TNTBC  available at CIIL in various disciplines.

TASCHE has recently published some 16 textbooks in Tamil for the arts and science disciplines funded by 

the Ministry of Human Resource Development, Govt. of India. These too are original writings in Tamil. 

According to the Council, this effort is particularly for students learning through Tamil medium. 

2.2. Tamil texts prescribed in Syllabi: 
Tamil texts have mostly been prescribed by universities and institutions under the Social Sciences and 
Humanities disciplines in Tamilnadu. Most of these books are on the history and culture of Tamilnadu. 
Books discussing aspects of Tamil language have been prescribed under Linguistics courses by some 
departments. As mentioned before, over 20 books on botany, published by TNTBC, have been 
prescribed by Bharathidasan University. Various publishers have published the other books. Some 
publishers, for instance, Amudhan Publications who publish books on Economics and Management in 
Tamil, do not get prescribed in the syllabus but have been used extensively by both the teachers and the 
students. Some publishers are noticed to specialize in specific areas like Raj Mohan Pathippagam, 
Chennai, who publish books for Physical Education courses along the norms of curriculum set by the 
school and other education boards. Following are some of the books found in the syllabi collected from 
the universities and institutions of Tamilnadu by NTM.

4. Detailed discussion of the non-literary texts: 
The non-literary texts in the catalogues have been classified under 57 major areas. Books belonging to 
other areas have been grouped under ‘others’. 
 

4.1. Major Fields of publications: 
The top three areas of publication cover a wide variety of topics in the area. For instance, under Religion 
& Spirituality, which tops the list, one can find sacred texts of religions, commentaries, various 
foundational philosophies, discourses on various spiritual leaders, sects, publication of selected mantras, 
slogas and verses, pilgrimage centers, monuments, archeological findings etc.

Children’s literature too include stories, rhymes, poems, introductory books on nature, scientific objects, 
historical monuments, countries, places, alphabet, tables, drawing and painting etc 
 
Medicine, Health and Diseases is another major area in which books are published in Tamil. Books on 
various diseases, personal health, yoga etc are available in this category.  
 
Self help & Improvement is an area where books of Indian and foreign authors are available equally.  Life 
histories of range of personalities from freedom fighters to religious leaders to kings to musicians to sex 
workers have got published in original or in translation in Tamil. Kizhakku Pathippagam has published 
over hundred biographies of personalities, most of them under a series priced only twenty five rupees. 
Palaniappa Brothers, a leading publisher has published biographies of about sixty prominent statesmen 
in a series.  
 

4.2. Higher Education Knowledge Disciplines  
Areas like History, Political Science, Psychology and Philosophy etc too have a lot of books published 
under them. Both original writing and translation are available in these areas. Some of the leading 
publishers in these areas are New Century Book House, Palaniappa Brothers, Nakkeeran, Narmadha, 
Kalaignan, Vanathi etc. Computer Science books have been published in plenty along with the software. 
Researchers and academicians have published their doctoral and other thesis in Tamil. They are mostly 
published by minor publishers. Kalaikathir, a journal for the sciences, has been continuously publishing 
articles on various science subjects from the seventies which can be used by students of higher 
education.

4.3. Knowledge Text Translation in Tamil  
It is not surprising to note that the top publisher of translations in Tamil is the government owned 
National Book Trust (NBT). Almost all NBT publications in Tamil are translations, including their popular 
introductory books.  
 
As mentioned before, publishers like Alaigal Veliyeettagam, have brought works of significant authors in 
the areas of Political Science and History, both Indian and foreign authors alike. Engles, Gramsci, Nehru, 
Ambedkar, Dominique Lapierre and Larry Collins, Romila Thapar, Kosambi, and Suniti Kumar Ghosh etc 
are available in Tamil through efforts by this publisher. Alaigal is also the publisher who attempted 
reworked-release of translations of the four sacred texts of Hinduism. One of these have received 
support from the government through the buy-back arrangements of CIIL. 
 
Adaiyalam is another leading publisher of translation of non-literary texts. They are the publishers of the 
Oxford Very Short Introduction Series in Tamil bring in titles like Socio-cultural Anthropology, Post-
colonialism, Fascism, Hinduism, Buddhism etc. Significant additions to their lists in recent times are the 
translation of Mayo Clinic’s Health Books Series. 
 
New Century Book House, according to Thanjavur University Bibliography of Scientific Publications, have 
published in the on lot of areas like agriculture, electronics, chemistry, zoology etc in the late sixties and 
seventies.  
 
Other publishers who have published translations of non-literary texts have done mostly in the popular 
domains. Kannadasan Pathippagam, known for their production values in Tamil publication industry, 
have brought leading authors in the areas of self improvement, sexuality etc to Tamil. Translations of 
authors like Robert Kiyosaki, Napolean Hill, Deepak Chopra, A. P. J. Abdul Kalam, Swami Jothimayananda 
etc have been published by this publisher. It is noticed that many publishers have translated works of 
philosophers like Osho, Khalil Gibran etc into Tamil. Translation of The Autobiography of a Sex Worker 
has been published by another leading firm, Kalachuvadu Pathippagam.

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5. Assessment of need for Knowledge Translations: 

To assess the need and demand of knowledge text translation in Tamil, NTM made a survey in the 

following colleges in Tamilnadu and interacted with faculties and students of several disciplines.

5.1. Medium, Textbooks and Teaching 

The medium of instruction in some of these colleges are both English and Tamil. Two aspects that came 

to notice of the team is that, one, faculty in Tamil medium classes use English books to teach due to lack 

of textbooks in Tamil at the undergraduate level, two, the teachers in English medium, use the English to 

teach but explanations are also given in Tamil for students’ understanding.  

5.2. Students’ perspective 

Students of undergraduate levels did not know the names of the prescribed books in many cases. Many 

of them seem to resort to the guides and question & answer banks available from the local bookstores. 

These books are both low priced and written, seemingly, in a simplified language. T.K. Publications, 

Pudukkottai, Priya Publications, Karur, Swamy Agencies, Madurai, Amudhan Publications, 

Kumabakonam etc are leading publishers of this kind. 

Students, particularly, from the rural and vernacular backgrounds, showed eagerness to read books in 

the local language. Students from urban areas preferred to study through English. Students of social 

sciences and humanities subjects like History, Economics, Commerce & Management, have opined that 

some of the books in their curriculum should be made available in translation. Students and teachers 

from the Science too have asked for the following books in subjects like botany and zoology in particular 

to be translated.

6. Status of books recommended by NTM experts

Conclusion: 

Tamil language first appeared in print in the late 16th Century. Knowledge texts publication dates back to 

Eraneus’ Bhoomi Sastram (1832). Of late books are various subjects are available in Tamil, both as 

original writing and translations. But most of these are observed to have been directed to a general 

audience, hence they are not used much in academic curriculum. Even the language used is a kind of 

popular language to reach the mass rather than students in higher education. Attempts at serious 

writing in various disciplines have mostly happened with support from outside agencies like Government 

grants or private funding. Whenever such publications appeared, they seem to have been received with 

an initial enthusiasm. Such enthusiasm at various phases in the past seemed to have died down quickly 

as nothing much seemed to have followed a serious publication immediately. A comparative study of 

the NCBH publications from the Thanjavur University Bibliography of Scientific Publications with that of 

NCBH catalogue of 2009 reveals that the publisher does not publish in as many knowledge disciplines 

they used to do in the past. It is in this perspective, this study feels, that a mission like NTM can step in 

with a methodical approach to publishing in the knowledge disciplines.  

It is widely perceived that students at undergraduate level in the colleges in Tamilnadu do not follow the 

books prescribed in the syllabi. Guides and textbooks produced locally. It is also noticed in many cases 

that the college or university itself recommends fundamental books of the discipline and the books by 

foreign authors as reference material and do not list them under textbooks. This only means that the 

faculty who designed these syllabi feel the necessity to prescribe them but are skeptic about their 

accessibility for the students and teachers. The result of accepting such limitations is the poor research 

aptitude of students. This also restricts an upward mobility in the students academic career. This is 

another area where NTM can fill the gap through their translation of the foundational books in various 

disciplines. 

On the whole, the study reveals a need for a planned course of translation activity by an agency like 

NTM to bridge gaps in the accessibility of knowledge texts. It should be a concerted effort involving the 

academia, publishers, NGOs and the Government. In languages like Tamil where the publishing industry 

is relatively flourishing and in which translations have an established ground, the task is not impossible.

It can be concluded by the above data that there are no translations available. 
 

 Data Collected from Questionnaires: 
We had visited quite a undergraduate colleges affiliated to different Universities and separate 
questionnaires were administered to students and teachers across disciplines to elicit data pertaining to 
Knowledge Texts Scenario in Telugu vis-à-vis the actual use of the same. Following are the findings: 
 

a.  Availability of Knowledge Texts: 
1. Knowledge texts are available in Telugu. Theses knowledge texts are published by 

the Telugu Academy, Vikas Publications, Vikram Series, Maruthi Book Depot, 
Neelkamal Publications, Law Publico., and Sujatha Law Books Pvt. Ltd.  

2. The books published by the Telugu Academy are the Prescribed text books and are 
designed as per the common-core syllabus. These text books are followed by the 
Degree Colleges in AP.   

3. Of the 21 disciplines selected by the NTM Telugu Academy books are available in 15 
disciplines, i.e., Anthropology, Botony, Chemistry, Commerce and Management, 
Computer Science and Applications, Economics, Education, History, Mathematics, 
Philosophy, Physics, Political Science, Psychology, Sociology and Zoology. Telugu 
Academy has not covered Linguistics (Glossaries, Dictionaries & books on Dialects 
are available), Management, Engineering (Civil & Mechanical), Law and Women’s 
Studies. 

4. Some of the Law books are available in Telugu published by the Law Publico. and 
Sujatha Law Book Pvt. Ltd. 

5. Telugu Academy Publications and Neelkamal Publications are available in the 
Education discipline.  

6. No UG level Telugu books are available in the discipline of Linguistics, as this 
discipline does not exists  at UG level. 

7. No UG level course is offered in the discipline of Women’s Studies. This course is 
offered only in Distance mode and not as a Regular course. Dr. B. R. Ambedkar Open 
University has the discipline of Women’s Studies, therefore the study material of 
this discipline is in Telugu. 

8. Knowledge texts of Engineering and Medical Sciences are available only in English. 
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9. No single translation is available for the books suggested by the ministry.  
 
b. Opinion of the faculty on the books available: 

1. The text books published by the Telugu Academy are the Standard ones and these are 
the prescribed, most referred and suggested ones.  

2. The other text books published by other publishers are not so informative and the 
language used is also below standard. 

3. The language used in the text books must be simple and easy to understand. 
4. Must avoid translating technical terms as that may lead to confusion. 

 
c. Opinion of the students on the books available: 

1. Telugu Academy books are the standard text books and the language used is also of high 
standard. 

2. The text books published by the publishers other than Telugu Academy are like guides 
and extra source of study material. The language used in these text books is simple and 
comprehensible. 

 
 
 d. Need for Translated Texts in Telugu: 
 1. Faculty Opinion: 

 Certainly there is a need for books in Telugu. As the students who come from rural areas  
find it hard to grasp things taught in English. 

 For better understanding of the concepts by the students who come from Telugu 
medium schools are colleges, books may be produced in Telugu. 

 Considering the students background (nativity, financial, family etc.,) there is a need for 
Telugu books. 

 Just to promote language books may be produced in Telugu but not as prescribed text 
books. 
 

 2. Students opinion: 
1. For better understanding, there is a need for books in Telugu. 
2. For reference purpose, there is a need for books in Telugu. 

 
f. Reflections of Academia/Publishers on NTM initiative: 
Registrar of Krishna University (Michilipatnam): 
“It is very good effort by National Translation Mission (Govt. of India) to bring the Knowledge Texts of 
English into 22 Indian languages.”  
 
Deputy Registrar of NTR Health University (Vijayawada): 
“Are we going in the China, Japan models to have every subject in Mother Tongue.”  
 
Assistant Director - A.P. State council of Higher Education (Hyderabad): 
“It’s a good concept to bring Higher Education Books in regional languages but Syllabus of UG may 
change every three years or five years. How would you handle it? It would be better if you can appoint a 
representative from NTM who would make note of it and inform the same to NTM, so that books can be 
brought within three months, that’s what the publishers are doing.”  
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Principal of A N R College (Gudivada): 
“It’s great endeavor by National Translation Mission, we extend our maximum support from our side.  
Common Core Syllabus (Unified Syllabus) of UG may change every three years or every five years. How 
do you deal with it? It would be better if you could do Basic books and Reference books of the 21 
disciplines.” 
 
Principal of Noble College (Machilipatnam): 
“We are very happy to know that National Translation Mission came forward to take up the Knowledge 
Texts Translation. The available books in Science discipline are not updated. It is an urgent need to 
update or revise the books. We are also in need of   Micro biology, Cell biology, Applied Micro biology, 
Genetics, History and Commerce books in Telugu.”   
 
Principal of Andhra Loyola College (Vijayawada): 
“It’s good that National Translation Mission is translating Knowledge Texts in regional languages besides 
this, we prefer Soft Skills, such as Spoken English too.” 
 
Principal of  Universal College of Engineering  and Managemant (Dokiparru): 
“We are in desperate need of Management Subject books in Telugu.”  
 
Principal of Hindu College ( Guntur ): 
It is good effort of the NTM. We have many authors in our College of various discipline, we will extend 
our full support.” 
 
Principal of Sir C. R. Reddy College ( Eluru) : 
“Can your NTM do something to revise the language used in the Telugu Academy texts books so that 
they are readable and easy to understand both to the teachers, aswell as Students.” 
 
Principal of  DNR  College (Bhimavaram): 
As for as content is concerned  the Telugu Academy Books are well written but  the high –flung Sanskrit 
jargon makes the students shy away from reading them as result all the pains taken by the Academy are 
wasted. Is there a way for NTM, to help revise the Language used in the Academy Books?”   
 
 Principal of ABM Degree College (Ongole): 
“Public Administration and Political Science books by Telugu Academy needed to be revised. We hope 
National Translation Mission will bring good translations in these Subjects. It is also essential to develop 
and incorporate Lessons of the current social need to compete with the day to day changing world.” 
 
 Principal of Govt. Degree College (Srikakulam):  
“Since it is easy to translate Social Science Texts, N T M may take up these texts on priority and try 
standardizing subject Glossaries for other subjects before embarking on actual Translation. It is a noble 
initiative and I believe the NTM’s endeavor will greatly benefit the poorer sections of the students 
particularly from the rural background.”  
 
Principal and the staff of St. Theresa’s Women’s College (Elur): 
“We being a Christian minority institution admit girls from poorer sections of the society. Better books 
available In Telugu will help these students to quickly grasp the concepts not only during their studies at 
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UG & PG level even in their research also. We wish the NTM will bring huge number of subject texts into 
Telugu and help in knowledge dissemination.” 
 
Principal of  C.S.R. SARMA College (Ongole): 
“We are very happy to know that National Translation Mission has come forward to Translate 
Knowledge Texts of 21 disciplines. Translated Books of these disciplines are most needed and are in 
demand. We will help the Mission at our level best.” 
 
Vice Principal of Govt. Women’s Degree College (Chebrolu) :   
“The Translation of Knowledge Texts is very much useful to the Lecturers and Students.” 
 
Heads of the Departments of Sciences (Coastal Andhra): 
“We are not satisfied with the terminology developed by the CSTT as the terminology used by AP Text 
books deviate very much from it. As far as possible, try to avoid adapting highly sanskritized terminology 
in you translations.  It’s better if simple Telugu jargon replaces them or English terminology is used in 
transliterated form which the students are comfortable with.” 
 
Head of the Zoology Department - A N R College ( Gudivada): 
“The Glossaries of Telugu Academy especially in Science Subjects are needed to be revised, while dealing 
with English concepts of any Science Subject. No need to go via Sanskrit Language, you can directly 
provide equivalent from the Telugu language. The Present scenario is that English - Sanskrit - Telugu, 
instead to English – Telugu.”  When you translate please give Equivalent or Translation of the Concept 
and within brackets () English word, so that, it will be helpful to the Students and Teachers of Telugu and 
English Medium.” 
 
Head   of the History Department - Andhra Loyola College (Vijayawada): 
Establishing National Translation Mission and translating of Knowledge Texts of 69 disciplines is the   
Noble idea. It is nothing but empowering the Nation with the regional languages.” 
 
Publishers :  
Gayathi Book Center (Guntur):   
Publishers are selling their Books (Knowledge Texts) at a very high price. Students are unable to 
purchase the books. So, they are asking books for Rent and taking photocopy of the particular chapters 
of the subject. If NTM can provide translated Knowledge Texts at low price there will be much demand 
for these Books.” 
 
Deepti publications (Tenali): 
“Knowledge Texts will always have demand in the market but present situation is different. Some of the 
Publishers are providing 300 question and answers for 2 marks question (in the Chemistry Subject). With 
this kind of exercise, they are unnecessarily wasting the time of the Students. If National Translation 
Mission can provide Telugu books for the Prescribed ( at UG and PG level)  syllabus, that would help 
students of rural areas.”  
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Faculty of different Colleges in AP: 
1. On the language front, there was a consensus on the advice given to the NTM to see that a 

hybrid language - an admixture of Telugu and English - is used in the translations, say in the 
narrative of the lesson, the kind the teachers in AP use in the English medium classes which 
both teachers and the students are comfortable with. In other words, the technical jargon, it 
is advised, may be used in transliterated form without having to cultivate the ‘much hated’ 
high- flung ‘Sanskrit coinages’ that the students find very difficult to adopt themselves to 
and assimilate in the translations. 

2. Try to provide correct, informative basic level books in all fields of science. 
3. As there is a need of translation of English books into regional languages your attempt will 

be   beneficial for both faculty and students. 
4. If possible complete the process of translation fast. 
5. The books must have latest, clear and to-the-point explanation of the topics. 
6. Translate Sociology (English) books to Telugu. 
7. Translations without using standardized terms misrepresent the information. First proper 

glossary of words should be published. 
8. Please translate the books which are related to our subject. Mostly authentic books like 

Verma’s & Ekambarnath’s, P. D. Sharma’s books. 
9. Certain important books can be translated  in to regional languages 
10. Some books are not available in Telugu. For science students, please translate that type of 

books in Telugu. 
11. ‘Congratulate the ‘NTM’ for doing this job.’ 1. At graduate level Telugu medium books are in 

need. 2. Only English to Telugu Translations will do this. 3. NTM should have a tie-up with 
Universities, because they only will suggest/ revise the syllabus & prescribe the books. 

12. Prescribed books are available in English. There is a need to translate those books into 
Telugu. Then only the student will get through knowledge in subject. It is very good attempt. 

13. Regarding the computer basics, there is a need in regional language, whereas the academic 
books need not be translated into regional languages. 

14. Doing good job, please try to provide all the books in Telugu . 
15. It is better to provide Telugu medium and English medium as per common-core syllabus. 
16. Please bring some translations of the English books like General Psychology, child 

Psychology etc.,  
17. Please encourage young faculty members in the projects of this kind. 
18. As only few books are available in Telugu, Telugu medium students, though interested are 

unable to read.  
19. Fine autors like Verma and Agarwal, Rasthogi, Bruce Albert, Harper - their books are most 

valuable, as they are using tough English the Telugu medium students are unable to follow. 
20. More than translation of books in Telugu English-Telugu-English glossary of technical terms 

is necessary. 
21. There is no need for books in Telugu as the students have to survive outside their home 

town and compete with the urban lot.

After collating the information given in the subjects of study by the students/teachers vis-à-vis the 
suggested titles for translation (through questionnaire) given by both are listed above. And these titles 
zeroed in may be taken up on priority for translation into Telugu to cater to the needs of 
students/teachers of Andhra Pradesh. 
 
Conclusions: 
 Knowledge texts are available in Telugu and are published by all the major publishers. But the 
books published by the Telugu Academy are the prescribed text books and are designed as per the 
common-core syllabus. These text books are followed by all the Degree Colleges in AP. Of the 21 
disciplines selected by the NTM Telugu Academy has covered 15 disciplines and left the remaining 
disciplines untouched. It is also noted that no single translation is available for the books suggested by 
the ministry. Also, though Telugu Academy text books are prescribed text books students prefer to 
follow books by other publications as the language used in those books is very simple and 
comprehensible. Even faculty is of the opinion that the language used in Telugu Academy Text books is 
of high standard and consists of many Sanskrit words, because of which students often find it difficult to 
understand. Keeping in view these reasons, NTM may take up the translation task in all disciplines.

Retrospection  

Urdu is an Indo-European language which originated in India, most likely in the vicinity of Delhi 

from where it spread to the rest of the subcontinent. Urdu is a Turkish word which means ‘camp’ or 

‘army’ or ‘horde’. This just shows that the language represents its origin being an amalgamation of 

foreigners with the natives of South Asia. It was formulated by the interaction of foreign army, 

merchants and immigrants to India. Urdu along with Hindi forming the Hindustani language is the 

second most popular ‘first’ language and second most popular ‘first or second’ language in the world. 

Urdu by itself is the twentieth most popular ‘first’ language in the world. It developed from the 

interaction between local Indian Sanskrit-derived Prakrits and the Persian languages. This process took 

place mostly in military camps. Infact, the grammar of Urdu is quite similar to Hindi. Urdu vocabulary 

contains approximately 60% Indian languages and 40% Persian and the rest being a mix of Arabic, 

English and Turkish. The forte of the language has been and still is it’s literature that has some master 

pieces. Likewise, poets like Mirza Ghalib, Allama Iqbal, Faiz Ahmed Faiz have had a give and take relation 

with the language. Where they took the language as a bridge between their thoughts and their readers, 

they also gave the gems of their beautiful poetry to the language.  

Though not a very old language, Urdu is a language full of charm and elegance, a language that 

holds literature so courtly. Even today when the this native language has almost lost its importance in 

the country, the ones with a slight poetic and aesthetic sense prefer to express in Urdu only as the 

language adds the charm to prose and poetry. The legatee of feelings expressed can feel the intensity if 

it is your sweet heart and the orator may be the content one.  

The Urdu-speaking population is spread all over the country yet remains a linguistic minority 

everywhere. For centuries Urdu has been a language of people of all faiths. But political and economic 

exigencies have largely been narrowing down the base of the language to a religious minority. The basic 

fact of life today is that most Urdu-speaking students do not have the choice of learning their mother 

tongue or receiving education through their mother tongue even at the primary level. At the higher 

levels, their choice of Urdu as a language for compulsory or optional study depends to a large extent on 

their relative proficiency in Urdu and other languages, the availability of Urdu in the curriculum, the 

facilities available at the particular institution and the wishes of the parents. As for the use of Urdu as 
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the medium of post-primary education, there are limited numbers of Urdu-medium middle schools or 

high schools in Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Delhi and Maharashtra. At the college/university level, the 

Maulana Azad National Urdu University is the only institution which claims to offer education through 

the medium of Urdu. As for Urdu as the principal or optional subject of study for a university degree, 

hundreds of colleges and scores of universities offer such courses. Most of those universities all over the 

country also have 86 post-graduate departments of Urdu which offer the M.A. course as well as facilities 

for research. It is clear that the Urdu pyramid is upside down and its survival depends on a highly 

unstable equilibrium. 

Therefore we wish to submit that the government would be well advised to include Urdu in the 

school curriculum and to translate the school books along with UG and PG level books. Such an initiative 

can well become the most important step towards promotion of a liberal and modern outlook in India’s 

largest minority. In the present situation, the problems of Urdu education in India need to be addressed 

in the context of Muslim sensibilities. Until now, in speaking of Urdu we meant only Urdu literature. This 

perception of Urdu was an offshoot of the partition. Since Urdu was perceived as responsible for 

partition, Muslims and their leaders were afraid of raising demands for Urdu education or a formal 

system of education in Urdu. Therefore, they confined themselves in the boundaries of Urdu literature.  

In the context of Urdu the most important thing to bear in mind is that, since the inclusion of Urdu 

as a compulsory or optional subject in the curriculum and the use of Urdu as the medium of education 

are governed by state regulations, the question of Urdu should be treated separately from the question 

of minority educational institutions (MEI), which, under Article 30 of the Constitution, may be 

established by religious or linguistic minorities. Urdu-speaking Muslims have also founded such 

institutions, doubly entitled as they are, being a religious as well as a linguistic minority. But even in a 

state like UP, where there is a concentration of Urdu speakers, not all Muslim educational institutions in 

the mainstream necessarily offer facilities for teaching Urdu, much less education through the medium 

of Urdu. This is largely because the regulations of the state prescribe the teaching of languages other 

than Urdu as compulsory subjects or bracket Urdu as an optional subject with a more “useful” subject or 

bar the schools from using any language other than the principal language of the state or English as the 

medium of instruction. Also, the secondary or higher secondary school examination Boards do not 

always permit a student to take examinations through any medium other than the principal language of 

the state or English. Facilities for teaching Urdu as an optional or even as an additional subject in the

minority educational institutions established and administered by the Urdu-speaking/Muslim 

community depend on the general educational status of the area, the availability of space for Urdu in 

the official curriculum which is to be followed by government and non-government schools alike, as 

mentioned above, and the preference of the parents. 

Therefore, from the point of view of Urdu, there is not much difference between Muslim 

educational institutions and government or other private institutions in the area. Urdu-speaking children 

face the same situation in both. Let us be clear: Urdu is not receiving any particular support from Muslim 

educational institutions. Their objective is the promotion of education, not of Urdu, unless it is purely 

commercial. At this time, it is virtually impossible to make Urdu the medium of education at the 

secondary level except in an exceptional situation. However, that does not mean that the Urdu 

community should wholly discard the idea of Urdu-medium high schools. In every Urdu concentration 

zila [district], either the government or the community should establish one or more Urdu-medium high 

schools which can feed the few Urdu-medium higher secondary and degree level institutions, at least in 

the social sciences and humanities, where they would be joined by students from the higher level 

madrasas. Those who pass out of Urdu medium high schools and major in Urdu or other subjects at the 

B.A./M.A. level would be comparatively few, but they would contribute to the progress and 

development of Urdu as a medium of modern knowledge and serve as a pool of teachers for Urdu as 

well as for Urdu medium schools. 

The establishment of National Translation Mission (NTM) is a big opportunity to all the 

Indian scheduled languages offered by Government of India to grow up imbibed in modern and 

secular knowledge through translation without which many of them were merely limited to 

literary activities. Now this is the opportunity for Urdu and we hope that with the all round 

progress and development in the field of education through translation into regional languages, 

Urdu will also get the opportunity to grow under the patronage of NTM umbrella.  

 

Aims and Objectives: 

The National translation Mission is continuously conducting a survey from the month of November 

2009 to assess the Knowledge Text Scenario. The report of 16 languages has already been submitted to 

the MHRD. The present report is related to the Knowledge Text Scenario in Urdu Language.  
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The aims and objectives of this survey are the following:  

- To find out the availability of original and translated knowledge texts  

- To find whether the books suggested by discipline experts are already available in the regional 

languages or not, so as to avoid duplicity.  

- To find out whether original books written in regional languages are prescribed in the syllabi or 

not  

- To analyze the general publication scenario in regional languages, in order to formulate 

strategies for productive interventions by NTM  

- To assess the need and demand of translation of knowledge texts in regional languages  

 

Report of the Survey:  

In assessing the knowledge text scenario in Urdu language, we would like to suggest that little 

importance should be attached to statistics on the number of Urdu books published or the number 

purchased. Unfortunately the publication of many Urdu books does not in the slightest degree help 

solve the problems which Urdu faces in the field of education. In fact, the publication of Urdu books 

does not reflect the true state of Urdu in India; it only reflects the policy of token government 

patronage. This tokenism in the public domain is itself, to a large extent, responsible for the decline of 

Urdu. Publication does not represent market demand. In reality, many books lie unsold and gather dust 

or are presented to friends and admirers. A single edition hardly ever exceeds 100, even by the official 

count. In some cases, the actual number may be even less as we have “ghost publications” just as we 

have Urdu newspapers with a phantom circulation. What is more important is the fact that most books 

are of indifferent quality and are limited in the choice of subjects. A comparison between Urdu books 

published in India and those published in Pakistan, would show that Indian publications are largely 

limited to poetry, short stories, novels and literary criticism. Far fewer books deal with the science 

disciplines and social sciences. Books on science and technology and on the professions are almost 

nonexistent. Indeed, original, degree-level textbooks are yet to be translated and to be written in Urdu. 

The recently established Maulana Azad National Urdu University is largely dependent on the translations 

from English textbooks published by Osmania University when it became the first university in the 

country to teach through a “native” language 75 years ago. The lack of demand, the limited range of

subjects, and the indifferent quality of Urdu books all have their roots in low proficiency in Urdu. 

Because of the limited provisions for “Urdu Education” in all its dimensions, younger Urdu-speakers are 

obliged to accept it as a language which they can speak but which they can neither read nor write.  

The earlier efforts made in the field of textbook translation by different institutions like Darut 

Tarjuma, Osmania University, Hyderabad and also Dilli College, Scientific Society are laudable. The 

research work of Dr. Mujeebul Islam on the translations rendered by Darut Tarjuma shows that the 

journey started in 1919 and till 1950 the institution translated 426 texts and compiled 31 texts from 

various disciplines.  Many of them are now out of print. 360 texts had been translated from English, but 

only 306 are available in print. 5 texts from German and 3 from French had been translated and 

published. 51 texts had been translated from Arabic, out of which 45 had been published. 17 texts from 

Persian had been translated but only 9 of them had been published. Darut Tarjuma had compiled 31 

texts of various disciplines, out of which only 27 texts had been published. In total, 395 texts had been 

translated, compiled and included in the university syllabi. Following is the list of the texts we have 

come across so far:

The present survey (a part of the earlier NTM Knowledge Text Scenario Assessment) was conducted 

in the institutions, colleges and the library of University of Mysore for the assessment of Knowledge Text 

Scenario available both in translation and in original writing in Urdu language. Apart from the above we 

contacted the publishers, the translators, the writers, the librarians, the faculties, the students, the 

academic bodies and the institutions. The catalogues from various Urdu language publishers, libraries 

and textbook bureaus were collected. Syllabi of the universities were compared with the catalogues.  

During our survey we came across various original writings and translations of knowledge texts 

available in Urdu language. We collected the catalogues of the following prominent publishing houses:

Other than the above publishing houses, we got a total of 883 texts from the catalogues of 

minor publishing houses. Out of 883 only 217 texts are available in translation from English, 

Persian, Arabic, German and French and the rest of them are in original writing into Urdu which 

includes the books for general reading and textbooks either directly or remotely connected to the 

particular discipline. These books need to be assessed properly. But most of the texts are limited 

to the translations in the following disciplines: 

History, Sociology, Education, Culture Studies, Informatics (incl. Library & 

Information Sciences), Political Science, Sociology, Psychology, Philosophy, 

Journalism/Media Studies/Mass Communication, Linguistics, Religious Studies, Arab 

Culture and Islamic Studies etc.  

 

No other translation is available except the translations of Mathematics, Management, 

Medicine, Psychology, Geology, Engineering and Science textbooks done 60 years ago by Darut 

Tarjuma.  So far as the 217 translated books are concerned, very few of them are recommended 

in the university syllabi, but only the English versions are recommended not the translation.  666 

texts written originally in Urdu language are not recommended in the syllabi of any Indian 
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university. These textbooks too need to be assessed. The data mentioned below in the form of list 

of textbooks reveals that the translations in the following disciplines are almost non-existent. We 

were unable to find any translation of the recommended textbooks for the following disciplines:  

 

Natural Sciences, Economics, Geography, Computer Science & Application, Mathematics, 

Biotechnology, Management, Commerce, Engineering, Environmental Science, Microbiology, 

Psychology, Biochemistry, geology, Public Administration, Social work, Physical Education, 

Musicology, Tourism, Administration and Management, Visual Art, Performing Art, Medical 

Science, Architecture, Genetics, Eugenics, Genetic Engineering, Adult/Continuing Education, 

Archeology, Criminology & Forensic Science, Biophysics, Defence & Strategic Studies, 

Population Studies, Human Rights and Duties, International Realtion and Area Studies, Social 

Medicine and Community Health, Astrophysics, Cybernetics, Ethnology, Museumology etc. 

 

Most of the translations have been rendered in the remote past, which need to be reviewed, 

reconsidered and reconstructed, particularly, for Medicine, Engineering, Mathematics, Psychology, 

Science and Social science disciplines. Discipline-wise number of the texts both in translation and
